Financiers Urging

Debts

(Special to The Guardian)

TONDON, Dec. 16.—Recent dis-
cussion of war debts has harden-
ed the opinion in Great Britain that
little progress toward industrial ex-
pansion is possible until this coun-
try reduces its enormous payments
to America, such as Monday’s de-
posit of $91,500,000.
Chancellor of the Exchequer Churec-
hill will be forced to' make propos-
alg regarding the funding of French
debts to Britain, Financiers are urg-
ing' that France be asked to take
over that portion of Great Britain’'s
debt to America which is represent-
ed by money borrowed in her be-
half and to negotiate the settle-
ment of this sum as well as the sum
for which she is directly respon-
sible to the United States.

Presb'yterian Stand-
point On Church
Union

An audience that practically fill-
ed Zion Church last night heard a
moit interesting statement of the
Church Union question from the
Presbyterian standpoint,

The Rev. Orr Mulligan presided
and the Rev. G. C Taylor was the
first speaker. He dealt with the
great religious issues ' in the past
which had resulted, in the creation
of the different religious denomi-
nations, showing strikingly how
they had been by the Providence of
God the sources of great spiritual
blessings. Proceeding, he dealt
with the main features of the prob-
lem -nvolved in Church Union be-
fore the Canadian churches at the
present time and advising them to
read very carefully the Act and
what it implied.

The next speaker was the Rev.
Robert Johnston of New Glasgow,
N: 8., Provisional Moderator of the

Synod, of the Maritime
Provinces, who, in a par-
ticularly effective and  tell-

ing speech held the attention of
'his audience for over an hour amnd
a half and covered in a thorough
way the issues involved. =~ Mr.
Johnston dealt with the right to
speak on this issue on two grounds,
the recommendation of the General
Assembly of his Church and by the
Act of Parliament creating the new
Church. He dealt with the partic-
ularly confusing conditionr of af-
fairs that had resulted through
this act and pointed out that, in-
stead of Union division had result-
ed from end to end of Canada. Mr,
Johnston corfifally admixted the
truth in some of the principal rea-
song for Union; the economic ar-
gument was a valid one, but only
within limits, and the carrying out
of the very principles involved in
economic admnistration of the
church’s work the Unionists had
violated their own principles, for,
to attain their own ends in organic
union, they were willing to create
the old problem of over-lapping.

Continuing he dealt with the ful-
filling of the prayers of our Lord
for unity, the promotion of foreign
Migsion  Work, the needs of Home
Missfon fields showing that organic
unfon was not the best ideal.

He also dealt with the pledges
made. by the church in regard to
unanimity of the vote and broken
by the church; and secondly the
way the trust funds are to be used
for other purposes than those in-
tended by the donors and he sev-
erely arraigned the churches for
doing what an art gallery in Mont-
real would not do, and pursning
methods to  consummate Unlon
which are illegal In the case of
bank menger.

The propaganda literature
tssued by the Union Com-
mittee came in for s&ome hard
criticism. The claim that there
would be no difference was dealt
with by the speaker who showed
that there was some very real dif-
ferences indeed, Many of the
leaders of Union had claimed that
this great mo¥ement was in ac-
cordance with the will of God. For
himself he was disposed to look for
the fruits of such a spirit but he
had not found them in the methods
ithat had been used in seeking to
achieve organic Uniom

Mr. Johnston then told the in-
cident of a prominent Presbyterian
Church leader having an interview
with a number of friends. During
ithe interview he was asked wheth-
er they would go on with Union it
