Britain Over
Jap Atrocities

LONDON, March 11—(Wednes-
day)—(CP Cable)— London's morn-
Ing newspapers, echoing the bitter-
ness and resentmemw of a pubic
aroused by Foreign Secretary An-
thony Eden’s disclosure of Japan-
ese atrocities at Hong Kong, today
called unanimously for revenge and
appealed for redoubled efforts to
ensure victory.,

Mr. Eden’s statement that sold-
lers had been bound and bayoneted
and women raped after the fall of
the colony was carried on front
pages under headlines such as that
of The Express, “Remember Hong
Kong,” e Daily Mail's “Hong
Kong's horror arouses Al'ies” and
the Herald’s “This is message of
Hong Kong.”

A Dally Malil cartoon captioned
“Bushido—Way of a Warrior” show-
ed an apelike Japanese soldier
clutching a handful of women in
& hairy right paw, crushing others
under a dangling left hand and
trampling the dead and wounded
scattered on the ground or tied to
the stake.

Must Get Blood Up

In a bitter editorial the newspap-
er said: “Ine people must get their
blocd up” and suggested that when
a'] the details are known the gov-
ernment should issue a white pap-
er.

“The Japanese have performed
prodigies because we were unpre-
pared,” the Mail concluded. “Give
our forces a fighting chance and
they can smash this menace. We
must show the enemy what sort of
people we really are.”

Avenge Hong Kong

“Tre task is to avenge Hong
Hong,” The Express said as it call-
ed on the people to stand firmly
behind the'r leaders.

“Give them their chance,” it ex-
horted. “Encourage them by our
confidence to interpret the public
mood, to brevare for a great attack,
It can, it will, come if we all do
our duty....attack, attack, attack
in relation to production can shon
be translated into attack, attack the
eremy.”

Mr. Eden’s strtement, the News
Chronic'e said editorially, “disclose:
the perpetration—the organizod
perpetration—of bestialities hardly
raralleled by the worst excesses of
i o midd'e ages....let the anguish
cf Fone Kong sour us to hotter and
more desnerate resolve that these
thires must be ended and ended
quic’'v.”

“Th-re will be two answers to this
reca'd of o'vocities practised on
heln'ess victims” the Times sald.
“First, a sense of horror and detes-
tation will unite all civilization, free
or subjugated, and the memory of
it will clcave to the Japanese name
until it has been purged.

“Second, In this and a'l Allled
countries there will be a newly-
forged resolution to snare no suf-
fering, no sacrifice, no exertion for
comvlete overthrow of this power
for evil. The horrors of Hong Kong
define aim and duty with a force
that must touch the deevest springs
of nassion and imagination.”

Evening newspapers carried Mr.
Bden's statement n full, under
blazing headlines, and editorials
were revised fo conta'n comment
on the disclosuics.

A group of Midland members of

NEW YORK, March 10 —(AP)—
