We had nothing whatever to do,
said Mr. Palmer, with the prisoner’s
conduct at the time of the commiss
ion of the crime, If the prisoner is
in his proper senses there is no one

better able than a young barrister
to instruct counsel. There must be
gome very strong reason _for the
statement that the prisoner is in-
sane now. Take these afidavits—
there is nothing in them to show

that previously there was any symp-
tom of insanity. &

MR. McLEAN—If the affidavits ate
not sufficient we have the witnesses
here to be examined.

MR. PALMER claimed that
criminals were men of a depraved

and illiterate class. If we take this
ipse dixit of the medical men, the
same could apply to all of these if
brought up for serious crime. The
same plea could be made, that they
were of unsound mind and unable to
instruct counsel.

The CHIEF JUSTICE—The ques-
tion is not whether he was insane’
then—it is whether he is insane now.

MR. PALMER—There must be
shown some more satisfactory evi-
dence of paranoia.

The CHIEF JUSTICE—The ques-
tion, is whether he can conduct his
defence; whether he understands the
nature of the charge against him. It
is the duty of counsel to establish in
the mind of the Court whether
there is reasonable doubt as to the
sanity of the prisoner. If there is
reasonable doubt in my mind I will
submit the question to a jury. The

affidavits are a little bald. They
swear the prisoner was unsound in
mind. I look at the prisoner in the

dock, and see nothing to lead me to
think he is unsound in mind. I can-
not say that I am satisfied from
these aflidavits.

Dr. K. P. CONROY was then put
ipon the witness stand. Examined
hy Mr. McLean he testified that he
paid nine visits-to the jail since the
2nd October last to see the prisoner.
His condition then was the same as
it the present time. There has been
10 change in his disease since. His
form of insanity is characterized by
he delusion of oppression or per-
secution on the . part of certain per-
sons—a form of paranocia. He has
yne particular delusion, fixed, in-
sradicable on that point., He talks
7olubly and well but with no sense
ovr s ubstance. It it impossible
to fix his conversation on any one
point. It is absurd to say the pri-
soner was feigning insanity. He
vrites a great many ‘\ letters but
here is nothing in them. He does

Cross-examined by Mr. Palmer the
witness said that his experience of
insanity was limited to what occurs
in his regular practice as a city
vractitioner.

Dr. Goodwill, be-
ing asked if he would have gone
alone to see the prisoner in jail,
thought it would not have been pru-
dent to do so—for often men who are

quiet in appearance are really dan-
gerous.

In conversation with the prisoner
in jail, Dr. McLaughlin had noted

the exalted opinion of himself pos-
sessed by the accused; his distrust of
others and his inability to grasp
the gravity of his present position.

In reply to repeated cross ques-
tioning from Mr. Palmer regarding
the possibility of the prisoner feign-
ing symptoms of insanity the witnes-
ses did not think he had done so.

The last witness examined yester-
day afternoon was H. Brown
brother of the accused, who testified
on the stand as to the prisoner's
fancy that he was being persecuted
by his father and brothers. He spoke
of business transactions with his
brother, and of his suspecting that
the accused was on the borderland of
unsoundpess of mind.

At the conclusion of the testimony
Chief Justice Sullivan announced
that there had been evidence adduced
to establish reasonable doubt that
the prisoner’s mind condition was un-
sound, therefore  the matter of de-
ciding the question would be one for
a jury to decide.

Court was then adjourned till
10.30 this morning when the jury
will be chosen and the case proceed-
ed with.
