Forces Overseas

November
10th is the very latest possible date
that parcals may be mailed if they
are expected to arrive in time for
Christmas. However, patrong are
urgod not to defer mailing until
the very latest possible date but to
Mail Early and prevent congestion,
and give the Pcstal authorities op=
portunity to arrange for cargo
space aboard ocean vessels. A
great influx of mall reaching the
Base Post Office around, or after
the “deadline” set would result in
delivery being delayad, for not on-
ly would it accentuate the problem
of handling, but of finding suffi-
clent storage space aboard ship
because only & limited space is al-
lotted the Post Office in view of
the urgent requirements for for-
warding munitions and other war
supplies,

To further facilitate the pro-
blem of providing adequate shi;
ping-space for the Christmas malls
to the Forces, it 1is suggest-d, that
although the maximum weight of
a parcel at reduced rate is sct at
eleven pounds senders should vol-
untarily cut down as far as possible
on the weight and size of their

stmas packages. If they do
so they will help make more ac-
comodation avallable for other
parcels on the same ship, and give
the Post Office the chance to make
deliveries in time for all. There is
the most vital need of full co-op-
eration by the public, for this year
the Post Office expects an gll-
time record in the overseas volume

Do not use Christmas tissue
paper for wrappr, or coloured
ribbons to tie. Parcels may be
sewn in strong cotton or similar
lagric, and ther sub
ams, Syrups any o =
stance likely to leak and ad, i
sent at  all, must be inclosed in
scaled containers, (not glass bot-
tles), surrounded with absorbent
material in corrugated cardboard,
and securely wrapped and tled.
