Seventeen died at the
scene of the wreck and one fireman,
Smith, died while being taken to a
hospital.

Adverse winds which had the ef-
fect of packing the ice heavily on the
Borden side of the Stralt on Tues-
day, tfed up the Car Ferry steamer in
the ice for twelve hours, about half
mile off Borden, after it had left
there at nine o'clock Tuesday morn-
ing to make its regular schedule cros-
sing to the mainland, The steamer,
however, managed to force a pas-
sage through the  worst part of the
ice block af 11.30, but just as it was
nearing Cape Tormentine again struck
8 heavy ice”pack and battled until
three o'clock in the morning, dock-
ing at the Cape ten minutes after-
wards, after a crossing lasting eigh-
teen hours.
This is the longest time the ferry
steamer has taken to cross the Strait
this season.
Yesterday morning she left Tor-
mentine at 530 with sixty passen-
gers on board and arrived at Borden
at 140 p. m. She left Borden on re-
turn at'3.30 p. m .arriying at the
‘Cape at 835 p. m. One hour later
she started on return for this side
arriving at 1145 p, m.
The mail train from the boat ar-
rived in the city yesterday afternoon
at 415, and a local train at 8.40. The
train from the Ferry last night ar-
rived in the City at about 2 a, m:

OTTAWA, Ont, March 20.—The
bill of T. L. .Church, Conservative
Toronto Northwest, which aims at
amending the criminal code so as to
provide for more severe penalties for
infractions of the motor vehicle act
received its first reading in the House
of Commons yesterday. Mr, Church’s
bill would make it a crime punishable
by five years imprisonment and a fine
of one thousand dollars for a person
guilty of reckless driving or the in-
fliction of bodily harm, two years im-
prisonment ‘or fing not, exceeding five
hundred dollars or both fine and im-
prisonment for furious, negligent or
reckless driving without proper re-
gard for human Iife and safety; five
years imprisonment and a fine of one
thousand dollars for a driver causing
an accident and failing to stop his
automobile in the case of injury sus-
tained by anyone or for failing to
Tender every asistance in his power
to the injured party.
