The word orientation was, origl-
nally, an architectural term. Al
the older English churches are

Preventing Pig
Losses

One of the common causes of
death among sucking pigs is nut-
ritional, anaemia. The critical per-
lod is between two and four weeks
of age. Durlng this period and until
weaning, the sucking plg must
have access to some source of iron
in addition to the mother's milk,
Professor Knox, O, A. O, says the
Swine Division of the Dominjon
Department of Agrioulture, states
that one of the simplest means of
prevention of loss is to place sods,
one foot square in size which have
been treated with a solution of
ferric sulphate, in & small pen, one
s0d for each pig each week, This
sulphate can be sprinkled on the
sod with an ordinary watering can,
and the strength of the solution
should be one teaspoonful of fer-
ric sulphate to one quart of water
per sod, It is wise to secure sods
from areas where pigs have not
frequently for at least one year,
In order to prevent possible par-
asitic infection,

It is of course desirable that the
children receive proper care. We
appreciate that it is through such
oare that the foundation for adult
health is lald, But what 1s the use
in laying a good foundation if the
whole health structure is endan-
gered by carelessness with the su-
perstructure? What would today’s
mother think if her child, for
whom she so well provides, were,
in later years, to lose the advanta-
ges she has given him by careless-
ly disregarding the simple rules of
healthy living? Yet, this is exactly
what so many mothers are doing
today. :

Proper food, sufficlent rest, ex-
erclse, fresh air, sunshine and re-
gular elimination are just as ne-
cessary for the health and well-
belng of the mother as they are
for her child. The child may, and
likely does, show the 1ll effects of
neglect more quickly
definitely  than does the adult;
Nevertheless, lack of sleep  does
make the mother irritable, and she
. does not digest food well when she
15 tired, nor is her health favoured
by constipation.

We do not live for health, but
health goes far in  making life
more worth-while. A sufficiency of
sleep may make the world seem a
much brighter place. Properly fit-
ted shoes will improve the temper
of most. people. Time spent in the
sunshine helps to dispel the g'eom
of life.

We also notica that the mciher
who has her baby regularly super-
vised by her doctor in order that
she may have advice on keeping
the little one well does not, as a
rule, ask her doctor to extend the
same care to herself. The routine
periodic health examination is of
value at all ages. The mother may
