Replacements and Repairs For 1935

‘While on the subject of repairs
we may say that our 1038 program
will surely have to consist of & new
r00{ for the Main Building, It can~
not possibly be left any longer as
it leaked very badly on several oc-
casions and had to be fraquently
patched up. The d re~
quires a new roof and twenty-
seven new stalls will have to be
built to replace those destroyed by
fire on the evening of Tuesday,
August 21st. The lower part of the
stables on the Saint Peters Road
are badly in need of and
the section of wood which was cut
out, cleared and leVelled for auto-
mobiles and a new water system to
race horse barns installed.

These various projects will re-
quire an expenditure of upwards of
$5,000, and it will be for you to
consider how this can be financed.
The problem of keeping up plants
is becoming a very ~'one
with all exhibitions. The n
buildings, plants and equipment
run into tremendous sums of money,
upwards of $150,000 having - been
expended on our own plant which
could not be duplicated today for a
quarter of a million dollars. To
keep the various bulldings in re-
pair, maintain electrio connections,
etc., efc, is one that taxes our
financia]l resources to the utmast,
having in mind t:: the same time
providing an outstan program
of entertainment as vg:ﬁs a3 an at-
tractive prize list.
