The bier was Babe Ruth's, The
old man and the little boy were
two of thousands of persons, many
of whom travelled hundreds of
miles to pay homage to the king
of baseball. They looked on his
dace for the last time at the rate
of 100 a minute.

They came by the thousands in
Jalopies and limousines, taxis and
chartered buses. The throng of
New Yorkers was swelled by many
who came from distant places
from Maine to Maryland.

Funera] services will be held in
8t.  Patrick’s Roman  Catholic
Cathedral at 12 AM. ADT.
Thursday. Francis Cardinal Spell-
man, one of Ruth's myriad ad-
mirers, will preside at the Requiem
Mass.

Ruth, racked by pain and wast-
ed by cancer, died at the age of
88 Monday night in  Memorial
Hospital after a long il'ness.

Tuesday and Tuesday night about
80,000 persons passed his bler., Tt
lay in the Stadium lobby about
200 feet behind the home plate
from which he smashed many of
the home runs that mon him
baseball immortality.

In the remaining hours of today
that his body remained on review,
the public demonstrated that in
death, as in life, Babs Ruth be-
lenged to his admirers,

They formed lines befors dawn

—old and young, rich and poor,
each mindful of the Babe's legend
in a quickly passing era,

Like the crowds which come to
baseball games in the Stadium
they were greeted by vendors sell-
ing hot dogs, soft drinks and pic-
tures of Babe Ruth. But the
waiting crowd maintained silence.

Some, like Leo Durocher, man-
ager of the New York Giants, were
close friends of the Babe's. Duro-
cher, who played on the famed
Yankee team of 1927, 1028 and
1920 with the Babe, said:

“He was a great guy.”

Others, who had merely seen
him play or read about him, wept
as they passed his body,

A blind man passed escorted by
a friend.

Mrs. Ray Kellner of Asbury
Park, N.J, her broken right leg
in a cast, arrived from New Jer-
sey and waited two hours in line
with the ald of crutches,

“I saw Ruth play many times”
she said, “and I wanted to see him
again.”

Eleven-year-oldd  Peter Carter
said, “I feel very sad. Every night
I pray the Babe's soul will go to
heaven.”

Peter sald he wants to be a
baseball player when he grows
up and added:

“If I'm half as good as
was, I'll be some star.”

New Possession
Limit For Geese
Is Announced

OTTAWA, Aug. 18—(CP)—Axu-
nual rules aimed at giving hunt-
ers their fun—and ducks and
geese a fighting chance—ivere ar-
nounced today by the Gcveran-
ment.

The 8000-word regulations, the
result of meticulous agreement
with the Provinces and the Un-
ited States, detail dates, bag im-
its and firearm restrictions.

They are the official code of
honor for, the hundreds of can-
vas-coated Canadians who take
to the wide-open spaces each au'-
umn in search of migratory bi:ds.

In general, the new rules leave
open-season dates and bag limiis
rretty much as they were last
year, sald Dr. H. F. Lewis of the
Dominion Wildlife Service.

The dally limit for ducks in
Eastern Canada is seven, con-
pared with eight in the West. Tie
eastern season averages about &
month during October and No-
vember, while Western Canada's
season in some areas gets uncer
way early in September.

For the first time, an all-Can-
ada “ceiling” of three-shells-at-z
loading has been put inte force.
But only Saskatchewan is going
that far. In other Provinces—at
the request of provincial author-
ities—the ‘“ceiling” is one or twn
thells at a loading.

This means that automatic and
pump guns must be plugged o:
altered in some way so that they
hold only the number.of shells
permitted by the individual prov-
ince.

Another new rule is the reduc
tion from 15 to 10 in the ‘“pos-
session limit” for geese of ail
kinds. This {includes geese “i.
hand”, in lockars, automobiies
and hunting-camps. It does not
apply in the Yukon and North-
west Territories.

All regulations, sald Dr. Lewis—
who does not hunt “because 1
can't seem to find the time"—are
intended to strike a balance be
tween the supply of birds and cae
take of the hunters.

The fowl actually belong to bott
Canada and the United States,
since they spend part of " each
year in each country. For that
1eason, Canadian hunting regula-
tions are closely linked with those
of the U, 8.

ed on, as well as older and pres-
ent day drivers who are here now
or if absent are with us in spirit.

In his clerical capacity, he has
been in close touch with horse-

o the popularity of OCharlotte-
town and other tracks where he
officiated.

Players are beginning to get a
bit too free again in their con-
versation with umpires in the
Summerside League.

We have a feeling that the de-
cisions given by our arbiters in
the Summerside Baseball League
are not quite up to the standard
of decisions given by umpires in
the major leagues. There is a
slight difference in the salaries
paid to the two groups also. But
here is the rub: Can anyone in
Summerside and vicinity find four
men in these parts who will do a
better job than our umpires are
doing? If you can, by all means
trot them out, and we feel sure
the executive will be glad to give
them a trial. If they get through
a ball game without anyone con-
sidering them bums and robbers
they will be carefully wrapped in
cellophane and preserved for fut-
ure use,
