EXTRADITION
CASE OPENED

Dominion Gov’t Seeks
Return Of Gypsum
Queen Skipper On
Sea Fraud Charge.

(A. P, By Guardian’s Special Wire)

MANCHESTER, N. H, Feb, 4—
Oaptain Freeman Hatfleld, 71, skip-
per of the Gypsum Queen, which
now lies on the ocean floor some-
whére off the Irish coast, today be-
gan a battle to prevent his extra-
dition to Canada to stand trial for
an alleged $71,000 war-time fraud.

The first day of the hearing,

which is being held before U. S.
commissioner Charles D. Barnard,
was devoted for the most part to
the reading of depositions. One
witness did reach the stand before
the proceedings were adjourned for
the day but his testimony was in-
terrupted by disputes of opposing
counsel.
In 1926 the Gypsum Queen was
abandoned off the Irish coast and
Captain Hatfleld contended she had
been struck by a torpedo while run-
ning out a storm. In 1919, after a
number of hearings, the Canadian
government awarded Hatfleld $71,
276 in reparations for his vessel, its
cargo and the skipper's personal
effects.

In 1932, Alexander Allison, negro
second mate of the vessel, declared
an affadavit he made at a Boston
hotel was false. He claimed the
captain and the crew were intox-
foated as the vessel foundered 25
miles off the Irish coast because of

a storm,

A Royal Canadidn Mounted Pol-
fceman was delexated to “get his
man” and Hatfleld subsequently
arrested last December in
hearby Candia, living the life of a
gentleman farmer. Lodged in Hills-
boro county jail he has since stout-
