PART I
Charlottetown has one of the
most beautiful harbours in Amer-
fca, north of the Mason-Dixon
line, To compare it to its southern
counterparts is to compare Can-
adian robust beauty to that of
langorous lagoons cooled by gentle
trade winds; one suited to Latin
Love, the other to vigorous health.
Since its discovery the port of
Charlottetown has hailed men
down to the sea to sail the ships
that make this their home. The
call of the sea has never gone un-
heard. Countless men have an-
swered; it is they who have huilt
our magni#ficent Merchant Fleet
and have manned the guns and
ships of our Royal Canadian Navy.
In 1924, though our fleet was
very small, it was decided tp have
“ships' ashere” built to train men'
for “ships asea.” Seventeen shore
training establishments were set'
up; HM.CS. “Queen Charlotte”
at Charlottetown was one of them.
At that time Commander (then
Lieut.) G. H. Buntain was appoint-
ed commander of the ship, and,
as instrictor, Petty Officer (1)
ex Royal Navy, J. Hearn. In 1926
Captain (then Sub-Lieut) J. J.
Oonnolly took on the dutles of
Executive Officer.

There were no buildings availe
able then and space was given -in
the armouries for the division to
carry on training, recruiting, and
for stowage of stores. The Navy
League Building (now nurses
Residence of Charlottetown Hos-
pital) was obtained in 1928. I was
here, for six years that ratings of
the Reserve Navy trained through
the winter and in the summer
went to Halifax for 14 days train-
ing or were fortunate enough, after
three years satisfactory service, to
be entitled to a West Indian
cruise.

Lieyt. Commander (then A-
Lieut) @G.A.C. S8carth became
Traning Officer in 1934; and
later, in-1036, when Comm. G. H.
Buntain retired, Capt. J. J. Con-
nolly was appointed C.0., HMC.S.
“Queen Charlotte”, and CP.O. R.
W. Ross, after P.O. Hearn, hecame
Chief Instructor,

It was in this year of 1936 that
the present building housing H.
C. 8. “Queen, Charlotte” was
acquired, and in 1938 a Supple-
mentary Reserve of Officers was
