Mr. Devereux is of the opinion that
Island farmers would find it “a
paying proposition” to ki a flock
of 150 to 200 hens as a side line.
He has converted an old barn into
a three-deck building in which he
houses the birds, “My flock last
vear for the months of January,
February, March and part of April
averaged better than 80 per cent
production,” Mr. Devereux writes.
