“In the year 1944 total assessed
value was $9,315,100, against an

No Tax Rate Increase

“Then again, I would draw to
your attention the fact that this
year there has been no increase in
the tax rate, and when one fig-
ures the decrease in assessed value
in real and personal property to-
gether with the additional expen=
diture to th School Teachers and
to the Fire Department, we can
assume that our expenditures will
be more this year than last year,
and our revenue less than lest
year, witl the increase in these
two departments and unforseen
expenditures which have arisen in
other departments.

. “One must realize also, that our*

expenditure was in the vicinity of
$1,300, as against an additional ex-
penditure this year of some $16,-
000, and we cannot possibly hope
to present to the taxpayers a bal-
anced budget. One can readily
understand a falling off in the as-
sessed value in personal e&)roperty,
but I would have assumed, had I
not seen the flgures, that when
personal property was down real
estate would be up, but I am sorry
to report to you that such is not
the case.
