It is further stated, in the hope of hoodwinking the
returned soldiers, that the Government was opposed to
a resolution moved by Mr. McLean to the effect that the

. Government should assist the returned men by a money

grant of $2,000. The truth is that Mr. McLean’s propo-
sition, in itself far from original, was merely placed on
the order paper and was never brought before the House
at all. If the Liberals had been in power in this pro -
vince and at Ottawa no suggestion of this kind, in itself
a mere subterfuge, would ever have been placed on the|
order paper; for at the present time Canada is faced
with an adverse balance of one hundred million dollars
between prospective revenue and certain and unavoid-
able expenditure.
What is wanted at the moment is some drastic
measure to put a stop to such disreputable campaigning
evices as would stir up animosity between soldier and
civilian.. Although we are called upon to provide a great-
er amount of money than ever before in our history, of
even greater importance than the mere accumulation of
revenue is the pressing need of that class of peace which

Erough of ihe former has to be used
to make the solution a good conductor
and allow swilicient current to pass
through th: battery, as pure water isg
hardly a conductor at all, but if too
much sulphuric acid ig present, it des-
troys the insulation between plates
and the plates themselves abnormally
fast.  Sulphuric acid ig a heavy liguid
and water is a light one, comparative-
ly speakins, and thus the larger the
proportion of acid in the solution the
heavier it iz and vice versa. The
purpose of the hydrometer ig merely
to tell, by the density, what proportion
ol sulphuric acid there is mixed with

the water. As a battery furnishes cur-
rent and discharges itself, some of the
sulphuric acid leaves the liquid and
gradually enters in' chemical combina<
tion with the material of the plutes and
vice ver bt during the period  that
current is entering the « Garging  the
battery this acid progressively goes
out of chemical combination, back in-
to the solution. The more nearly  the
battery is o a fully chargeq condition,
the heavier the liquid is  and . vice
versa and it is these changes that are
indicated Dy the hydrometer, when it

is floated in the liguid. From. such in-
dications the condition of charge can

be determined. The insulating mate-
rial between the two sets of plants is of
porous wood or-similar material.
