Calcintta Scene Of
Bloodiest Rioting
In City’s History

CALCUTTA, Aug. 18 —(AP) — The bloodiest rioting in this city’s
violent history entered its' third straight day today as the death toll
mounted to more than 500, with countless thousands injured.

British military forces supported by light tanks and civilian .police
restored some semblance of order in the worst affected areas §n the
eastern .and northern sectors of the city, after a wave of destruction
and killing during the night.

But in the western and southern sectors, the situation remained
serious. Moslem mobs shouting ‘“revenge” swarmed into Hindu areas,
and Hindus invaded Moslem sections in sanguirary fightingw..,

A veteran police official said the casualties in the three days of
rioting were greater than in any of the city’s previous outbreaks of
violence,

Even unofficial estimates of the dead varied greatly. One police
official, who travelled extensively through the strife-torn areas, said
that from what he had observed, “I would place the dead as upwards
of 500 and the injured at several thousands.”
