Inhabitants of Hasselt and Lanaye'
Being Sent to Germany. I

—LONDON, Dec. 1—It is  reported
trom Fauguemont, says a Reuter de-'
spatch from  Amsterdam, today,
that the male inhabitants of Hasselt'
and Lanaye, Belgium, between the|
ages of 17 and 50 and also ginls
and women possessing sewing ma-
chines, are to be deported to Ger-
many.

The Germans, according to informa-
tion received by the Belgian cials,
have just dismantled the Meuse dis-
tillery and other establishments of the
same kind at Wynekhem. The en-
gines and ‘machines were taken to
Germany.  Systematic raids on ma-
chine tools are said to have beena re-
sumed at Cookerill and Seraing.

In the communes of Luxemberg
province it is declared employed men
have been deprived of their usual oc-
cupaticnge of mending public roads.
The Germans odered this work stop-
ped and, treating the men thus made
idle as’ “unemployed,” it is asserted
they gave them the alternative of de-
portation or voluntary engagement
to work in Germany. The pretext
given for the stcppage of work in the
Belgian mines and the deportation
of the miners was that “miners were
needed in Germany.”
