For this trick you will requ're
two cheap transparent tobacco pou-
ches that have a long flap to fold
round, also six colored handker-
chiefs, Two white ones, two blue
and two red. Take a set of three
handkerchiefs and arrange these
diagonally point to point in the
form of a triangle.red to blue, blue
to white and white again to red.
Join them by knots, each made by
a thumb tie of one end of a hand-
kerchief round the straight end of
the next, pullng tight enough to
hold so long as the straight end is
not deliberately withdrawn.
