thanks to the Secretary. But the War
Department was in the hands of a
pacifist. At a critical period it had,
as Senator Chamberlain said, ‘ceas-
ed to function. No one can say what
the cost in blood and treasure was.

“ “Phe New Republic, a weekly
journal of much the same tone and
power as your ‘Nation,’ recently as-
cribed to the President the policy of
‘a lone hand.! The ascription is just.
He wanted no advice and he asked
for none. With the exception of Col-
onel House, who has no official posit-
ion, none of the President’s naturai
counsellors have had the least iden
of his purposes. Confronted Wwith the
task of making the gravest decisions,
he shut himself up and’ evolved a
policy from his inner consciousness.

“Ha mevey consulted the Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations, for
example, though the Senate is part of
the war-making and the peace-making
power. One member of that commlit.
tee, Henry Cabot Lodge, is one of
our ablest students of foreign affairs
—perhaps the ablies. He is a Repub:
lican to be sure, but never before in
war time has the President of the
United States failed to take members
of the opposition party into his confi-
dence. )

“So Mr. Wilson has left behind him
a resentful Senate, which will scan
very closely, |possibly with hostile
eys whatever treaty is made at Paris.
Certainly men like Senator Lodge
and Senator Knox, a former Secretary
of the State will never assent to
many of the President’s ideas. They
dissent from somgq of ,the famous
‘fourteen points,’ they dislike the idea
of a league of nations, except so far
as it represents the great  Allied
‘powers which have !won ithe war,
and they do not propose to engage
in a quarrel with England over ‘the
freedom of the seas.’
