RHUBARB IN WATER

—_—

Clean the rhubarb and trim _ it,
then cut into desired lengths, Pack
into sterilized jars and fill to over-
flowing with water that has been
boiled and cooled. Adjust the tops
and seal the jars tightly immed-
iately. Store in a cool dry place.
Some people merely use cold
water from the tap for canning
rhubarb by this method, but when
water s first boiled and  cooled,
greater success s insured.

A second method of canning rhu-
barb raw, is to pack the jars ounly
with the rhubarb and its julce
This is obviously better than the

first one we mentioned, of packing
the rhubarb in  water, cause
when packed in its own juice, the
flavor of the canned product is bet<
ter, and the food value is greater.
There are two different ways im
which this may be accomplished.
