TARIFF BILL

Duty on Potatoes In-
creased From Fifty
to Seventy-five Cents
A Hundredweight.

(Canadian Press)

WASHINGTON, May 28—(BY
Kenneth 8. 'Clarke, Canadian Press
Staff Correspondent)—A tariff bill
which would have a considerable ef-
fect upon Cahadian exports to the
United States, was passed by the
House of Representatives today by a
vote of 264 to 147,

The bill now goes to the Senate.
Among the Canadian products upon
which duties would be raised are cat-
tle, beef, and hides and leather, wool
and lambs, swine and pork and po-
tatoes and other garden products,
flax seed, dairy products and Mard-
wood lumber, together with shingles.

A last minute amendment adopted
today would place an import twenty
per cent ad valorem on wheat enter-
ing the United States, under bond
through export, The bill is the first
extensive United States tariff legis-
lation in eleven years.
