The market square yesterday pre-

sented a striking and busy appear-
‘ance, At times  during the day
there were as many as twelve loads
of hay on it the one time, many
|of them having come down the ice
from the West River.
‘ Many prominent farmers from all
over the Province who are interested
in dairy farming were in the City
yesterday attending the anpual meet-
ing -of the Prince Edward Island
Dairymen’s Association, a full report
|of which will be found elsewhere  in
today’'s Guardian.

A Prince Edward Islander writing
to the Farmer’'s Adyocate says: This
has been an exceedingly fine winter
80 far. There has been very little
snow. Wheels have been in use more
than sleighs, and . still -there is
scarcely  enough snow for 'good
sleighing. The lowest = tempera-
ture so far ‘has been 12 helow zero,
and that only one day. The weather
has been mild, with quite a num-
ber of thaws, There has been no stop
in winter navigation yet, and un-
interrupted connection makes life here
more tolerable than it is in severe
seasons. ! 5

Winter buttermaking in Prince Ed-
!ward Island has been carried on to
a considerable extent-in factories that
have butter plants during the past
ryear. The high price of factory but-
.ter has been quite a stimulus to win-
’ter production of milk, and a good
many farmers in this Province . are
learning to their profit, that it pays
to lengthen out the milking period
of their cows. - Creamery butter sells
wholesale from twenty-seven to
twenty-eight cents, This gives pat-
rons about one dollar per huad=ai,
net, for milk. There is not muth
stall-feeding here this winter. Grain
being a good price and the hay ciop
light, accounts for this.

A good many hogs are being mar-
keted in Prince Edward Island row
at about 74 cents . (dressed). Thcse
farmers that are engaged in winter
dairying are also feeding gcod
bunches of hogs, and these are {he
men that are making the m,i'v just
now says a correspondent. 1Yugs can
be made to gain as fast in winter
as any time,when there is a good
share of skim milk to help male up
their rations. Hay sells Lere for a-
bout fifteen dollars per ton. (‘ats are
fising again, and being over forty-
cents now for shipment. The fields
are so poorly covered with snow this
winter that many fear the grass and
clover meadows will suffer.—Far-
mers’' Advocate.

Most  of the dairy companies on
Prince Edward Island have held their
annual. meetings, and all concerned
seem to be well satisfied with the
year’s business, and hopeful .or the
future. The average price of cheese
was about 11§ cents a pound, and
that, taken in connection with  the
good grazing season of last sunnr,
makes the patron’s accounts at  the
cheese factory very satistactory.8till
they have great yroom ‘or improve-
ment in the way of producing more
milk per cow, and more milk 'per
acre. - Till all work -to a higher . stand-
ard in these mattes, dairying = will
hardly be called a great success with
the average patron of the cheese fac-
tory in this Province.

A correspondent. from  this Province
writing to the Farmer's Advocate
says : Sheep are getting back again
slowly on many farms in P.E.I. that
cut them out altogether a few years
ago. The writer noticed some five
or six about very many farmyards a-
gain, which will form the nucleus of
larger flocks in the near future.Many
farmers: now see the mistake they
made in going out of sheep entirely,
and will not likely repeat the error,
especially as sheep and their products
have so largely advanced in price
in recent years, As labor grows
scarcer, farmeérs will turn more at-
tention to sheep husbandry as a busi-
ness which can be conducted with an
exceeding small outlay for wages.
