Should not we who are not }
privileged to hear {nstruction from so gﬂt‘%
ed apd renowned a farmer and stockman,
be fillei with jealous envy for our more
travel-loving friends who garner the flow
of wisdom that is certain to fall fcom his
persuasive lips. The announcement does
aot tell us tha speclal topic the Hon. gen-
tleman is to discuss. But uofortunately
the same journal in its market reports
which agree with other Maritime
journals when reportiog prices of Island
potatoes in St. John and Halifax, gives aa
tollows: P. E. Island potatoes 34c. to S7c.
Nova Scotia, potatoes 40c. to 453, New
Bruanswick potatces 4bc. We fiand the
same invidious distinetion against our
most ancient, favorite, staple production
at St. John and West Indies.

This is a business that deserves aster-
tion from oar nominal leader in agricul-
ture.

The writer has frequently been told by
experienced vegetable Halifax dealers
that P. E. Island potatoes are decldedly
superior in quality and other desirable
features over vhcse grown in Nova Scetia
or New Brunswisk, and added shat ex-
periecced house keepers recognized such
to be the case, reservimg their largest
purchases for winter use till Island
stcek was in full supply.

The explanation made by those dealers
for the cut in price is that our sample is
so badly discolored, cut and bactered,

by the barbarously rough usage
they get both om board ship
and previously, that only old

acquaintance with their - native ex-
cellence induses customers to buy, whose
love for the beautiful is gratified by the
fresh appearance of the nisely barrelled
oc bagged competitors from Nova Scotia
or New Brunswick.

The total loss in dollars so this Pro-
vince by shis depreciation in value of our
staple produet, is net from lack of skill
or enterprise among the farmers, but
from the total absence of those essential
qualities in shos2 eugagel in. mercautile
operations, and the standstill stupid
contented attitude of our Department of
Agriculture. :
Wish such markes reportsin all the

Maritime papzrs, regarding our one preo-
fitable crop, it surely requires great cheek
in our Commissioner of Agriculture to
stand before Nova Scotia or New Bruns-
wick farmers as an exponent of improved
