As a Canadian needing a pass-
port to visit the United States, an
individual receives his creden‘ials
as a British subject. That s, he
is a subject of the King. If he
cares to make a po.nt about it, he
might insisy he is a Canadian sub-
ject of the King. But in all usage,
he is a British subject.

Yet, the qualifications of Cana-
dian citizenship are quite different
from those of a British subject,
The latter may be a citzen of any
number of dominions or colonies,
To be a British subject is a matter
of allegiance to the Crown,

But Canadian cit.zenship is a
matter of birth, of domicile, and
In many cases of naturalization.
