Some of the best
known distillers of Canada were
caught in the Government's net
when a conspiracy of wide scope
was unearthed by the customs and
prohibition services. Many ‘Ameri-
cans also were indicted.

“Since the Canadian Government
has. seen fit to enact a law which
illegalizes the exportation of alco-
holic beverages to the United
States through the refusing of
clearance to ships,” a high officfal
of the prohibition bureau said,
“the United States is not disposed
to prosecute Canadian citizens in
7um cases. This would be a friendly
gesture, following the friendly and
co-operative action ~of the Can-
adian  authorities."

The intimation was given that
there had heen considerable nego-
tiating between the two  Govern-
ments the upshot of which was the
Canadian anti-clearance law and
the plan to drop the charges
against the Dominion citizens.

“The people of England are now
divided into two classes: Those
who wish to sell their land, and
those who do not wish to buy it.
Farm land is cheaper than land in
Canada of equal quality and situ-
ation; but the transfer is too com-
plicated, the taxation too uncer-
tain, A man who buys a piece of
land seems to incur with it the hat-
red of the Government. This is an
inheritance from feudal days and
from more recent industrial times,
when social prestige was based up-
on the possession of land; but soc-
{al prestige now is based upon the
motor car. The first requisite for
the comfort of the country is the
breaking up of the roads, so that
cars cannot travel at more than
fifteen miles an hour. If one asks
how this restoration of rural Eng-
land can be accomplished, the ans-
wer i{s easy, There is a precedent.
It was done seventy years ago in
Prince Edward Island. The British
Government purchased nearly a
million acres of land from the own-
ers and resold it t6 the tenants,
who in turn became owners of every
acre, and pald the last penny of
the mortgage. The Government
was wise enough to avoid the fatal
error of becoming a new landlord
in place of the old. It left the new
owners to themselves but free to
protect themselves against foreign
invasion. In earller days those
ploneers carried their muskets to
the fields where they worked.
