‘Efficient work
By Rotary Plow
And C.N.R. Crew

This season’s heavy snowfall has
meant much additional work in
clearing the railway lines, particu-
jarly west of Summerside. The fol-
owing graphic decription of the
manner in which this job is being
handled has heen given to The
Guardian by Mr. Daniel Coughlan,
who accompanied the rallway men
on a recent snow-fighting trip:

The C. N. R. rotary plougn left
Charlottetown at 4 p. m. Monday,
Feb., 10, for Tignish where snow
had piled to a great depth on the
railway this winter. Another bad
storm would have made traffic on
the railway impossible, The train
comprised the following equipment:
Two powerful engines, Nos. 1159 and
1131; rotary plough and butterfly;
two cars coal; two steel water ten-
ders; living car and sleeper and
dining ecar; steel wing plough and
trainmen’s van. In fact the train
resembled a big circus outfit as it
rolled over the tracks. Aboard this
train were blocks an<, ‘ackles, draw
bars, steel bar,, ma.s, axes and
track replaces in fact everything
that might be needed in case of an
accident.

The train was in charge of Con-
ductor Urias MeDonald with Ed
Lynds and George Godkin as
prakemen. Sam Hood was pilot and
the work was directed by track mas+
ter William McLeod. The other men
consisted of two engine driver:, two
firemen, four men on butterfly,
night watchman, flanger man and
|steward also rotary engineer and
fireman,

Work of widening commenced on
Tuesday, February 11 at 7 a, m. just
outside Tignish at a place known
as Handrahan's cutting, The length
of this cutting was 14 telegraph
poles and the ¢mow was from nine
to fourteen feet deep. The butterfly
wings; were spread at 18 feet for the
first run through this cutting and
three trips were made until the
wings had been spread fo their full
width of 20 feet. In order to make
a perfect job and avert future snow
trouble this winter a large num-
ber of men were employed to throw
the high bank of snow down on the
| track and the rotary blew it ou'side
the railway fence into the fields.

It was a grand sight to watch
this perfect working monster ma-
chine being pushed by two en-
gines and at times those engines
were puffing and moaning and
groaning as they labored to push
the steel winged butterfly through
tons and tons of frozen snow.

For the information to readers
who may at some future time hear
of trains being snow-bound, the
names of the very bad cuttings are
Handrahan’s as has been describ-
ed; Harper's cutting, very heavy
and deep for a distance of 11 tele-
graph poles; Rechieur’s cutting, 13
poles long, 11 to 12 ft deep. is
place causes the trains a lot of
trouble each winter. DeBlois cut-
ting is 8 poles in length, 14 ft deep.
There Is a long bad cutting 20
poles, 11 feet deep ab McNeill's
crossing: a very long cutting at
Elmsdale, 5 to 10 feet deep s also
bothersome after a snowstorm. This
place received particular attention
from the trackmaster, From Mur-
ray's woods to Piusville, a distance
of one mile and a depth of 9 to 15
feet deep took a lot of time to
widen. Another cutting at Dubar,
10 feet deep, at Howlan a curve
cufting 1500 feet long, 10 feet deep;
Coleman cutting, 10 to 14 ft deep;
McBwen's cutting, east of Sum-
merside, 10 to 12 ft. deep; Yeo's
cutting and Taylor's cutting not so
long as the others, but quite deep;
