A line was thrown to him and
Letteniey managed t6 grasp it. He
was hauled back on board, after
the “longest 10 minutes” he had
ever spent.

His legs and body were bruised
and cut. He sald today it was the
closest escape he had experienced
in his 45 years at sea.

The mainmast was snapped off
at the deck and two dory plat-
forms were swept overboard by
the falling timber. Captain Wil-
liam Crouse later managed to
pick up the two dories.

The vessel had shipped with 137,
000 feot of lumber.

Gang Leader Slain
In Attempted Break
At Alcatraz Prison

WASHINGTON, Jan, 13—(AP)—
The Justice Department announced
tonight thai Arthur (Dac) Barker,
gang leader who sought to escape
Alcatraz prison, died tonight of
gunshot wounds inflicted when he
ignored commands of guards to

halt. .

Warden James M. _Johnston of
Alcatraz notified the Department of
Barker's death.

Barker was one of five convicts
who sawed their way out of a cell
and sought to escape into fog-
bound San Francisco Bay early to-

day. A second convict, Dale Stamp-
hill, ‘Oklahoma kidnapper, was
wounded.

Barker was shot through the
head and legs

and flames shooting from one of
four barns grouped close together
met her horrified gaze. Running
over to the flaming structure she
called repeatedly to her husband
but received no answer.

Turning away she rushed to the
country school house nearby and
childréen hurried to notify neigh-
pbors. When help arrived, however,
it was impossible to get near the
buildings as- flames spread with
great rapidity fanned by a high
Northwest wind.

Bucket Brigade Formed

A bucket brigade was formed and
after a fight the house, directly east
of the barns was saved. A shift
in the wind around to the aorth
during the height of the fire ald-
ed volunteer fire fighters.

Meanwhile a search was made
for Mr. Martin, for whose safety
fears grew momentarily as he con-
tinued missing in the excitement
which swept, through the neighbor-
hood. Finally anxious neighbors
saw in the rulns what they believ-
ed was a body, Two hours later
what remained of Mr. Martin,
burned beyond recognition, was re-
covered. From the position in the
ruins it was believed he might
have been in the hay mow When .
caught by the flames

l Origin of Fire a Mystery

Origin of the fire was a baffling
mystery, Police said. They were
informed that Martin did not
smoke. Neither did a son, Lloyd
Martin, 21, who resides at home
but was at Belle River some mliles
away when the fire occurred.
