They were delighted with
the visit and so confident of the
future of the fox farming business
that, in addition to their holdings,
they bought options on.six pairs of
next year’'s pups from the Murray
River Company, Their present in-
tention is to organize a Company in
the United States and ranch these
foxes in Prince Edward Island, which
they regard as the natural habitat
of the world's best foxes. Judge
Alfred and Col. Emery are two of
the most prominent citizens of New-
port. Mr. Bishop is a Prince Edward
Islander who has won fame as ¢
photographer having recently won the
gold medal in a world competition.

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The first general demand for a Pa-
cific railway was voiced in an inter-
state convention held in St. Lodis
sixty-four years ago today, when the
project of a national railroad across
the continent was unanimously en-
dorsed. The scheme was suggested
three years earlier by Asa Whitney,
but attracted little attention till
the gold rush to California gave
promise of a rapid accumulation of
wealth on the Pacific coast. Shortly
after the St. Louis Convention, Sen-
ator Thomas H. Denton introduced a
till into the United States Congress
providing for preliminary steps in
such an undertaking. In 1850 ground
was broken for the Pacific railroad
by the Mayor of St. Louis, but it
was not until 1853 that four expedi-
tions were dispatched to survey as
many proposed routes, Thesge surveys
cost $1,000,000, but nothing more
was done until 1862, when Congress,
in the midst of civil war, provided
for subsidies to begin the work. It
was ‘ust half 5 century ago that ac-
tual constructicn commenced. There
were two corgoanies, the Union Paci-
fic, working westward, and the Cen-
tral Pacific, proceeding eastward
from California. The road was com-
pleted in 1869,
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A dramatic tale of lost treasure is
connected with the wreck af the ship
Primrose, which went down in the
Bay of Islands, Newfoundland, on
this date in the year 1759. Accord-
ing to the story, the Primrose was
fairly loaded with a vast store of
gold, precious jewels, and other
treasure, which had been accumulat-
ed by M, Dupliex, the Governor of
Mauritins, during a long career as a
privateer, preying upon English com-
merce. Having acquired vast riches,
by methods little short of piratical,
M. Duplieux decided to resign his
post, and devote the remainder of
his life to spending his money. He
feared to send his fortune directly to
France, where it might be seized and
turned into the treasury of his
King, so he placed it on board the
Primrose and dispatched that vessel
to Quebec. It was his purpose to g0
to France and give an account of his
stewardship, and then proceed to
Canada, where he could claim his
fortune, and, after a time, return to
Paris, posing as one who has accu-
mulated wealth by honest endeavor.
In the course of time -the Primrose
sailed into' Gaspe Bay, where her
commander was informed that Que-
bec had been taken by the English a
month before. The Primrose then
sailed for Newfoundland, but when
nearing the coast a terrible storm
came up and the ship was driven on
the reefs of the Bay of Islands. Thus
was the avaricious Duplieux deprived
of the spoils of years of piracy.
