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his first start in Canada, but pro-
bably due to the. long, tiresome
journey he was beaten by Sully 2.10,
owned by Alderman Harty Breen of
Halifax. It was an altnost never to
be forgotten race and stands out
vividly in the writer's memory.

Billy Keyes continued racing Ab-
ner T. Clegg and won at several
points in the Maritimes and Maine,
but the latter part of the season
the horse met with an accident, He
was a winner in 1937 at Montague,
driven by Billy Hood. But it is not
the three horses already in his
stable that is sending quivers
through the Professor's nerves, it
is something of greater significance,
He will very shertly make a trip to
other parts to bring home a real
one—just Watchim!

In the history of Prince Edward
Island’s horse family founders the
name of Saladin is spcken of with
the greatest admiration. His bleed
gave teughness and endul r qual-
ities as well as soundness and speed
to earlv breeds of horses in this
country, and many of our mnoted
performers trace back to this im-
ported - thoroughbred. It appears
that the Earl of Warwick, who was
known as the King Maker during
hte Wars of tre R ses, once in a
critical battle dismcunted from his
horse and slew him so as to en-
courage his scldiers by marching a
their head. It was stated at th
time that not even the price of vic
tory would have tempted him
to have slain his favorite charger,
Black Saladin. Whether or not
Black Saladin was a forbear of the
Saladin brought to Prince Edward
Island in the late sixties we cannot
tell, but perhaps some of his blood
did course through our Saladin's
veins,

Grey is a rather infrequent color
among horses but it is notable that
grey horses usuually have class. We
can recollect several that were top-
notchers including The E-1 202 1-4,
one of the greatest ra e horses that
Canada ever produced. Then there
is Greyhound 1.55 1-4. world’s cham-
pion trotter over mile and ha
mile tracks. What is not generally
known is that the grcy inheritance
in horses can be traced back to the
grey Brownlow Turk or the grey
Alcock Arabian, both of whom lived
and flourished in the eariy 18th
century in England. They both came
from Arabia where scme of the
finest horses in the world are own-
ed, the natives

A Canadian pacer thatmade gord
with a vengeance is Grattan Me-
Killop, that started out the season
without a record, was sold by Wil
llam Hillock of Ontario to a Un-T

ited States buyer. Since then he
won 10 races in a row and tcck a
record of 205 1-2 over the York,
Pa.. half-mile track.

In 1888 Black Pilot 2.30 1-4 nhad
the best record of a Province bred
horse owned in the Maritmes and
it was not until 1891 that Israel
tretted in 2.28, being the first horse
raced in the Maritimes to beat 0
over a provincial track. Minnie Grey
followed the same year by trotting
in 2.30, Minnie Grey was bred near
Charlottetown, while Black Pilot
was bred at North River. The above
information appeared in the Acad-
ian Recorder, Halifax, in 1897 from
the pen of Jimmie Power in.a re-
view of the year's racing. Then
follows: “Seven years ago there were
only seven provincial bred horses at
home and abroad which had enter-
ed the list, so that within that time
nearly a hundred cf our horses have
gone into the chaimed circle—that
is the 230 list.”

A compllation of Provincial turf
records up to the fall of 1897 ap-
peared in the Acadian Recorder of
bthe same issue. Here are a few:
