D.D.T. Limitations
in Food _s_hortage

According_to the latest issue of
the Forest Insect Investigation Bi-
monthly Progress Report, Division
of Entomology, Science Service,
Dominion Decartment of Agricul-
ture, the resuits of the experimen-
tal aeroplane W operations
with DDT (dic iphenyl-trich-
"loroethane) in the Kabonga area in
the Province of Quebec may
considered successful, inasmuch as
they yielded the needed informa-
tion on both dosage and technique
of application. However, results in
pewer;'age of control were variable,
ranging from 20 to 90 per cent, the
principal difficulties consisting of
drifting of the spray through air
currents and: excessive atomization
The best results were obtained from
dosage of 3 lb. of DDT in 3 gallons
of diluent and 5 lb. of DDT in §
gallons of diluent. These mixtures
gave between 96 99 per cent
control. In general, the work ac-
complished at Kabonga, states the
Report, while proving that DDT
kills the budworm both in its early
and later stages of development,
points to the need for a great deal
of further study on methods of
application.
