Friars Celebrate
Anniversary With
Wonderful Ritial

CANTERBURY, Oct. 7.—The cry
wrung by the selfishness of the
world from ithe poet Tennyson,
“Sweet Saint Francis of Assisi
would if he were here again’ seem-
ed as if it had found an answer a
few days ago,

Once more the streets of this
city were filled with Friars of
Saint Francis, black-robed or brown
and brown-sandaled, and girt with
cord, and chanting as they walked
in procession. For it was the 700th
anniversary of the arrival in Can-
terbury of the first friars sent di-
rectly to England from Assisi by
Saint Francis himself, Rarely has
historical continuity been better ob-
served. On September 10, 1224, the
nine friars, under the leadershipof
Blessed Agnellus of Pisa, came in:
to-Canterbury bare-foot and in rags,
and found a refuge on the little
island in the midst of the stream
in the heart of the city. There
they dwelt at first in daub and
wattle huts, till later on their in-
fluence grew and a church was
raised for them on the spot,

Marched to Island

There were ninety friars, and in
their robes, rather more whole this
time, but unchanged through the
centuries, they walked to the very
island where their far-off predeces-
sors came, and on the ruined site
of their bygone church sang the Te
Deum.

It was a survival to touch the in.
tellect and the imagination at once,
and it was no wonder that the citi-
zens of Canterbury lined the streets
in friendly interest and curiosity,
and that some 800 pilgrims jour-
neyed specially from London.

While the Established Church,
on its part, associated itself grace-
fully with the occasion, holding a
service in the cathedral, at which
the Bishop of Truro preached, and
in the afternoon eloquent discourses
were read in the nave of the cathe-
dral by the celebrated Professor
Sabatier—his in French—and Pro-|
fessor A. G. Little, the well-known
authority on Franciscan studies.
