SPEAKER OF THE BRITISH
' HOUSE TO BE CHAIRMAN

LONDON, Oct 18.—It is announced
that the speaker of the House will be
chairman of the Federal Devolution
Commission whose personnel will
consist of sixteen members of the
Commons. The commission will con-
sider-and report upon a scheme of
legislative administrative devolution
within the United Kingdom, ~having
regard firstly, to the need of preger-
ving to the Imperial Parliament the
exclusive consideration of " foreign
imperial affairs and subjects affecting
the United Kingdom as a whole.

It will also consider and report up-
on the allocation of financial powers
as bhetween the ‘Imperial Parliament
and the subordinate legislative, spec-
ial congideration being given to the
need of providing for effective admin-
istration of the allocated powers. The
special needs and characteristics of
the compound portions of the United
Kingdom in which the subordinate
legislatures are to be established will
also be considered. '

In Big Dirigibles

ROME, Oct. 18.—Celestic Uselli, one
of the pioneers of aviaticn in Italy,
claims to have invented a new dirig-
ible 380 yards long, anq 80 vards wide
and provided with six motors of 500
horsepower each, with which he in-
tends to fly from Rome to South Am-
erica stopping at Dakara, West Africa.

The"dirigible it is claimed by Sig-
ner Uselli, is capable of transporting
a weight of twenty tons and can at-
tain a speed of forty-five miles an
hour with one motor, fifty-two, miles
an hour with two motors and seventy-
two miles an hour with all six motors.

Using cne motor, it is said, the diri-
gible can navigate for six days and
cover more than 5,000 miles.

Signor Uselli asserts that the dirig-
ible is so constructed that it can
float, ‘but he is not certain that it can
weather a storm at sea.

Signor Uselli expects it wiil take
six days to fly from Rome to South
America. He will make a trial flight
in the early part of December.
