FOUGHT UNTI SHIPS
SANK BENEATH THEM

OTTAWA.— An attack *by three
Austrian cruisers on a line of British
drifters employed in guarding anti-
submarine nets in the Straits of Ot-
ranto on May 15, is described in a
London despatch to Rguter's Limited
Ottawa Agency. The account of th=
engagement follows:—-

“The drifters. in cight divisions
of ahout six boats each, were form-
ed along a line running roughly
enst and west. Bach carried a
crew of ten men and one small
gun. In one ¢ase the enemy appears
to have acted with chivalry v:,n\\';u'd
the littla craft, signaling by means of
blasts of the siren and by dipping the
flag that the erews must abandon
their vessels,  This cruiser approach-
od to within 100 vards of . the Gowan-
lea and orderad: her crew to take to
the boats,

“Skipper J. Watt, shipping the nets,
replied by ordering full speed ahead,
and calling on the crew for thrae
cheers, commanded them to fight to

‘a finish. They manned the gun and
fired with good effect until a shot
from the crulser disabled the gun.

They hung on under heavy fire, en-
deavoring to repair the demage until
tha cruiser passed out of range.

“The Gowanlea then proceeded to
the assistance of the badly damaged
Leondia, which had four men killed
and three wounded, but whose skip-
per, though three times wounded, re
mained at his post throughout the ac
tion. Meanwhile the remaining crui
gers had opened a devastating fire on
the centre of the line,

“The crew of the Admirable only
abandoned their vessel after * her
boiler exploded and her wlhole
house had been ghot away. Even
then A. Gordon, a second hand.
scrainbled hack on hoard with the
evident intention of firing -the gun
single-handed, but was killed.

LONDON—Admiral Sir John R.
licoe, first sea lord and chief of
naval staff, in an interview with
Associated Press today discussed the
submarine menace and the naval sit:
uation at the end of the third year of
the war.

“You ask me to say something of
the submarine menace,”” he began.
“It is serious because¢ all the allied

armies and civil population are, in
varying degrees, dependent on sea
transport, but, viewdd broadly,  the

recourse by the Germans to this form
of . piracy is encouraging. They dia
not adopt it until they had lost hope
in the victory of their armies. They
dbd not risk drawing the United States
into the war and concentrating on
hemselves the loathing of all neu
tral states until they were convinced
that they could not get a keel on the
world's seas and by legitimate means
interfere with the growth of the mil-
itary strength of the allies.

“Fo1- three years naval power has
bheen in process. of translation into
military power. The Germans in des
peration, decided to embark upon
ruthless submarine warfare in the con-
Wient belief that it ‘would prove a
fatal stroke. In February, according
to their own confession, it was the
best and ‘fonly meane of a speedy and
victorious ending of the war.’

“March, April, May, June and July
have passed an dheir early hopes are
still unrealized.  The Germans have
hot mastered us, but we have not
mastered the submarine. We have
not yet discovered . the effective anti-
dote. But we have reduced the loses
of merchant shiping.

“There is no reason to doubt tl{nt
Germans have at s€d l_atcl_\' a larl
larger number of submarines than !n:
February and March, but, nel\'orthe' i
less, with the invaluable assistance
which America has rendered, we have
prevented them ' from reaping their
harve:t. How long the Giermans  wi ]
live in hopes deferreid 1 cannot LAy
bhut they must realize that the proph:
ecy of February, resting on officlal
aufhority, thaf the submarine WA
the best and only means of a speedy
ana victorious ending of the war, bas
not been fulfilled.

A year ago
there was much satisfaction that at
lagt Spain had a reserve of a thous-
pnd million pesdtas stored .in the
vaults of the Banco de Espano. This
sum has since increaced to 1,383,000,
000, so we have the increasing value
of the peseta with the shortage of
gold in other countries.

Not an Unmixed Advantage

The soaring value. of the peseta is
not an unmixec commercial advan-
tage. Obviously 'its purchasing power
in foreign countries is greater than
that of other moneys, but a difference
arises in trade relations with one of
the chief customers, Kngland. All
freight from Spain to England is con-
tracted and paid for in pounds sterl-
ing without regard to thc variations
in value of the pesota, and the Span-
ish end is the loser by getting fewer
pesetas for the pound than formerly.
Iron, copper, pyrites, fruits and other
Spanish exports to England are also
paid for on the English standard.

Greatly Increased Wealth

But if the Spanish trader suffers
in this way, his gains are so substan-
tial in other directions as to justify
the statement that the country is en-
joying great prosperity, such as could
not have been dreamed of three years
ago. The bank statements show that
in 1915 anG 1916 there has bean an!
increase in current accounts of 350,
million pesetas, 100 million in Bsav-
ings bank deposits, and 1,250 million
in securities deposited. The greatly-
increased exports of Spain and the
high freights earned by her shipping
have immensely’ enhanced the na-
tional wealth. As to the scope for the
development of manufacturer:, it 1s
enormoug, for Spain is even now in-
creasing her imports and, consump-
tion of manufacture¢ articles and de-
creasing her exports of them, The
Customs returns show that last ,\'enri
Spanish imports were 1,281 million |
and exports 1,283 million pesetas, but |
the imports increased 72 million over
the previous year, while exports de-
ereased 40 million for the same peri-
od.
