Experiments In
Rural Libraries

Nearing A Close

(By Ralph Morton)

(Canadian Press Staff Writer)

, Oct. 31—An
unusual experiment in education
was begun less than three years ago
when the Carnegie Corporation set
up & net-work of rural libraries on
this Island, believing that the book-
shelves of the world should be made
avallable to people in remote areas
as well as in city and town.

While educationists  laud the
scheme which has until next spring
to complete its trial period, the
provincial government, expected to
be its foster-parent, has not yet
given intimation whether or not it
will continue the libraries,

EntRusiastic Miss Norah Bateson
director of the demonstration, who
has worked untiringly to perfect the
plan, has 20,000 active readers from
Bast Point lighthouse -to westerly
Tignish reading classic literature,
recent releases on politics and eco-
nomics, books op technical educa-
tion and fiction,

“The people will express their de-
sire that the libraries be taken over
and T am confident the government
will act in accordance with their
wishes,” she sald optimistically.

And on the successful conclusion
of the Prince Edward Island ex-
periment, other rural sections of
Canada, probably the other two
Maritime provinces, will be in line
for a similar demonstration.

“Eastern Nova Scotia and especs
lally Cape Breton Island are clam-
oring for such a &ervice,’ Miss
Bateson remarked. ‘“Through the

study clubs of St. Francis Xavier
University they have established
co-operative movements and they
are in need of rural lbraries.”
But'she pointed out that no def-
inite decision had yet been reached
by the Oarnegle Committee as to
zgni{e the scheme would next be
e
