During the forward
surge the ticker tape was continu-
ously from one to five minutes be-
hind floor dealings, Transfers to-
talled 4592,470 shares.

Scenes in the brokerage offices
recalled days of 1929, Many so-call- i
ed ‘“small-fry” odd-lot traders,
relics of former “boom” times, were
in evidence. More than the usual'
number of women were present in
some of the customers’ rooms. |

Market analysts, generally, said |
they were unable ‘to.account !or[
the spectacular purchasing demand
that almost swamped stock ex-
change floor dealers for a time.

At the same time, several' other
influences were considered in the
search for speculative and invest-
ment clues. It was noted that
“Iron Age,” while estimating a
slight increase in current steel pro-
duction, was none too sure of the
near future for this industry.
