WASHINGTON, March 24—(AP)
—The United States Senate pass-
ed the $7,000,000,000 lease-lend ap-
propriation bill today by a mna-
tional-unity vote of 67 to 9 and
plans were laid to fly it tomorrow
to President Roosevelt, vacationing
in the Caribbeans.

The action came after less than
two hours’ discussions and the
opposition did not so much as of-
fer an amendment, The debate, in
fdact, consisted largely of state-
ment of position from some of the

many Senators who had voted
against the original lease-lend
authorization bill, but voted for

the appropriation.

For the most part they said that
since helping Britain and other
nations resisting the Axis powers
had been approved by Congress, it
is the duty of the National Legis-
laturé to provide funds for piving
that policy effect.

The $7,000.000,000 fund, largest
peacetime appropriation in United

States  history, would provide,
among other things:i—
$2,054,000,000 for aircraft and
accessories.

$1,343,000,000 for ordnance and
ordnance supplies.

$1,350,000,000 for the purchase of
miscellaneous agriculbural and in-
dustrial articles,
