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North had not trouble in making
his three-club contract, but this
was no cause. for satisfaction, :n-
asmuch as exactly the same tricks
could have been cashed at notrump.

North accused his partner of hav.
ing violated all convention by pas-

sing on the second round, main-
taining that the three-club bid had
been a force. South said it was
not a force, and that since the
opening notrump had been a dead
min'mum, with no possible winners
outside of the bare 3 1-2 honore
tricks, *he had not felt justified
in going to three notrump. -

South was right. First, the three-
club overcal] of West's two-spade
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bid was not conventionally or
even logically forcing;  second,
South's holding had constituted an
absolute minimum one notrump,
and therefore he could not be
blamed for feeling that a rebid
might entall great risk.

The vital point in this situation
was that North made the wrong
bid. He should have raised the
notrump, depending on his partner
for a spade stopper, as well as
stoppers in the other suits, and
also depending qn the hope that
it South could not solidify the club
suit with the king, successful
finesses would take the place of
that card.

‘The best way to prove that the
three-club bid cannot well be used
as a true force is to.ask what North

would have done over two spades

it he had held 'six clubs headed
Q-J, with the heart or dia-

mond king, or even with both of
those cards.
