I have seen bigger trout in their
natural element and as far.as I
know they are still there. Three
years ago, there were two monsters
in the hole under the spillway at
Ross’s Mill, Vernon River. Gordon
Ross, the owner of the mill told
me about them. He said they were
there the year before also. He said

me: “Some morning at day-
break, before I -let the>water run,
lle down on that pile of old slabs
and put your face close to the
water and look in the deep hole
under them”. I did just that about
a week later and what I saw fairly
took my breath away, in_ fact I
didn’t feel too comfortable with
my face so close to the water. Both
were big trout but one was a lot
larger than its mate. It was longer
than. the trout caught by Weeks’,
looked to be fully 3 feet in length
and at least 6 inches across the
shoulder.
