Speaking gererally on the above
headings, of which I could write a
separate story on each, I may say
that most service men turn to the
canteens for enjoyment or recrea-
tion, if it cen be called such, because
of the igncrance or inability of the
publy: as a whole to comprehend or
cope with the derlcrable conditions
which exist today.

For example a service man has
periods of time off, such as, a 48-,
tour leave or after duty hours, What
is there for him to do with these
leisure hours. He can stov in bar-
racks which sooner or later means
that he will be prevailed upon by
others to visit the canteen with the
rest of the boys or he can visit
friends or relat.ve (if lucky enouzh
to have either within calling dist-
ance). If friends cr relatives are
available the problem is not a hard
one as then he has interests to keep
him occup:ed most of tiic time.

In leisure hours our correspond-
ence is taken care of, clothes mend-,
ed, or we can resort to hobbies and
other froms of recreation, such as,'
sports, studies, etc. Hobbles are fas-|
cinating indeed, to those who have

in this form of spending leisure hours|
but here too, unless one can contact
persons of mutual iterests the de-
sire is soon lacking to carry on aléne
and becomes stagnant.

All work and no play makes the
service man find some other form

wise creative minds. Place yourself
in our position. A new recruit is the
exception because as yet the sit-
vation is not so boresome because
home ties have not as yet been en-
tirely broken, but after a period of
time monotony sets in and one has
to find a outlet for th:
oonfinement or despondency. When
this situation develops every effort
should bo made to create outside in-
terests which will have a tendency
to take the place of the various
forms of hobbies and recreations
which were lost on enlistment into
the service.
