Tex(:—He that hath the Son hath life,

and he that hath not the Son of God hath
not life.—I John. V. 12,
Iwant to talk with you, to-night,

about Christianity pure and simple, so
that we may have some clear concepticn
of what it is, The negative side, or what
it is not, can be easily stated. It is not a
cult, a philosophy, a theology, uotevena
creed We may have a Christian calt with-
out Christianity, a creed, and yet not
understand Christianity itself. Christ's
conception of Christianity was, and is,
that it is a divivelife in the human sou!.
Ju was this conception that the apostles
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received, and which they preached every-

where, It is this conception that disting-
uishes Christianity Irom all other
ligi The phil hy of Cl

you can compare with other religions,
and by such a comparison I do not know
that some of the ancient religions will
suffer much, There is a beauty and nuh
tlety in Buddhi and Brah

which charm and fascinate the intellect,
but they lack the essential element of
Christianity,—the divine life in the
buman soul. This life seems to be noth-
iug more or less than the real in-dwell-
ing whatever else a man may be, he. is
certainly not a Christian. So John tells
us in the text that “he that hath the Son
hath life, and he that havh not the Son of
God hath not life.” The same truth is
vmphasised in the. third chapter of St.
John's gospel, where it is said, *‘He thau
believeth on the Son hath everlasting life,
and he that believeth not the Son shall
not see life, but the wrath of God abideth
oun him.,” The life spoken of in these
texts is that which the New Testament,
everywhere calls eternal life, and which
¢in only be maintained in the soul by an
act of faith in Son of God. “I", said the
Apostle Paul, “am crucified with Christ,
nevertheless [ live, yet not I, but Christ
liveth in wie, aud 0 life which I now
live in the lesh, 1 live by the faith of the
Son of God, who Juved /me and gave
Hiwmself for me.” While I kovw we are
right on the horder of the discussion as to
natural or conditional immortality, let us
pass that by for Lo night, and simply state
that the eternal life spoken of in the text
is the life which brings us into harmony
with God, enables us to have fellowship
with Him; and guarantees us an immorta-
lity of glory throughout Eternity. So you
see Lhen to be a Christian is o have Christ
dwelling im the heart, dominatiog every
power of our beiog. Without Christ
dwelling in the hear, we are not only not
Christian, but the wrath of God, what-
ever that may mean, is abiding,in us. Ab,
