Fire Destroys
Compton Plant
At Belle River

Fire of unknown origin destroy-
ed the large wood-working building
of B. Compton, Limited, Belle Riv-
er, in the early hours of Satur-
day morning. The loss was believ-
ed to be in excess of $25,000, and
there was no insurance on the
80x80 wooden structure,

The buudlnf was situated in the
centre of a cluster of other build-
ings in the Compton community
and, fearing that the flames would
spread to these, those present sent
to Charlcttetown for assistance,

One of the Compton men, whose
house was about 50 feet away from
the burning building, discovered
the blaze, He was awakened by the
reflection of the flames on his
bedroom wall. When he hurriedly
looked out the window he saw the
large building in a mass of
flames and quickly sounded the
arm,

Neighbors from miles around
ushed to the scene and a bucket
ade was formed, These men

ht the flames as best they
cgud but the structure was doom-
el

o'clock in the morning, This was
the second successive ~week-end
that the pumper and crew visited
that section of the province, Only
last week it was pressed into ace
tion near Eldon to combat a forest
fire which threatened historic
Belfast Presbyterian Church,

By the time the city firemen ar-
rived on the scene at
Saturday morning the la
ing had: collapsed and was noth-
ing but a smouldering ruin. The
pumper was not even hooked up
as there was nothing left to do.

The volunteer fire fighters, ald-
ed by the water system in the
buildings, saved the nearby struc-
tures including the large machine
op. However, the majority of the
valuable mill machinery was de-
stroyed in the main building which
was burned to the ground. Water
to fight the fire with was obtained
from the river about half a mile
away,

The wood working plant was one
of the best in the province and
contalned such expensive machin-
ery as band saws,
Twelve men were employed in it
the year around.

The firm had been working on a
large order for shocks to be for-
warded to a firm in St, Pierre at
the time of the disastrous fire, A
great deal of lumber was stacked
nearby for this purpose.
