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St. Andrew’s Dinner

While the anniversary of St. Andrew fell
on Saturday this year, the customary St
Andrew's banquet is being held by the Cale-
donian Club tomorrow night, and there is every
indication that the attendance will be one of
the largest on record. That is saying a great
deal, for there is a lot of history associated with
this grand old function.

It is interesting to no%e in this connection,
from the articles republished on the early hist-
ory of Scottish Associations in Prince Edward
Island, how the same family names appear, gen-
eration after generation, as leaders in St
Andrew's Day activities. The unbroken chain
goes back to our earliest Scottish settlers, who
loved their native land with an abiding passion,
and transmitted this sentiment to their kith and
kin of today as their noblest heritage.

On occasions such as this, Scotsmen feel
most intimately the bonds uniting them with
brother Scots the world over. In honoring their
patron saint they like to recall the traditions of
their race and to derive fresh inspiration from
the recollections. Too modest themselves to
claim all the virtues which they possess, they are
willing to accept the valuation placed upon
them by others, as evidenced in the positions of
trust and responsibility which they have been
given in every quarter. Prince Edward Island is
no exception to this rule, and indeed there has
been no period in our history when it was not a
sought-for distinction to be invited to join in
the world-wide toast to “The Day and o' wha
honour it.”

Inflated Government Payrolls

The tale of the junior clerks employed by
the Federal Unemployment Insurance Commis-
sion and their resentment at an order to wash
office windows probably has been heard by
most people now. According to reports, Fred
J. White, superintendent of the Commission’s
operations from the Great Lakes to the Pacific,
noticed during a recent inspection trip that of-
fice windows - were dirty and that junior clerks
did not appear to be busy. So he sent out
an order that, in their spare time, the juniors
should wash windows.

Many people may feel that office clerks
showld . not be required to double as window-
washers, ‘but the moral of the episode, to the
Edmonton Journal's way of thinking, is not to
be found in a discussion of who should do that
work, but in the fact that the junior clerks had
not enough office work to keep them busy. In
short, too many of them are on the payroll.

Nor is this over-loading of Government pay-
rolls confined to juniors only; it is true of most
departments and most categories of service.
Consider these official totals of employees on
Federal Government payrolls: August of this
year, 152,288; a yecr ago last August, 149,543;
August of 1944, 138,303. An increase of the
civil service, permanent and temporary, was to
be expected during the war years, but that it
should be continued a year after war's end is in-
explicable.

In Ottawa, it is soid that department heads
are reluctont to cut down their inflated staffs,
fearing that employees may not be able to find
cther jobs easily. The people of Canada, who
are taxed so heavily to pay these surplus Gov-
ernment workers, should be able to judge for

themselves the soundness of such an argu-
ment. »
What Federal, provincial and municipal

governments should be most concerned with now
is to change as many as possible tax consumers
into tax producers as rapidly as possible.. Only
in that way—by eliminating all waste in Gov-
ernment—can the' workerd of the nation be re-
lieved of a part‘of their heavy burden of taxes.

Water And Wealth

A phenomenal sugar beet crop has been
harvested this year in Southern Alberta, dm_w-
ing attention again to the value of irrigation
in a community’s economy and to its use in
‘moking @ semi-arid region produce abundantly.
The Saskatoon Star-Phoenix -reports that farm-
ers on 30,000 acres of irrigated land in the Leth-
bridge district expect to gross $5,000,000, or
about $167 on acre. Thirty thousand acres of
wheat on ordinary prairie land at the average
yield of 16 bushels an acre {(the Tong-time aver-
age for Canada) with wheat at $1.25 a bushel
would gross $600,000 from the standard  crop.
Poor land in dry areas would, of course, produce
much: less, - There is a vast difference between
an income of $167 an acre and $20 an acre.

A revolutionary new car, which has already
attracted considerable atte:tion over here, was
shown in London recently for the first time. This
is the six-cylinder “Black Prince”, a luxury car
which is claimed to provide for the first time in
the civilian motoring history ‘a form of trans-
mission which eliminates both gear lever and
clutch pedal. “To start the vehicle, the driver
merely releases the brake and presses the ac-
celerator. To stop it, he only has to remove
the pressure from the accelerator and apply the
brake. With the elimination of the clutch pedal
and gear lever, the number of main controls is
reduced from five to three—steering wheel, ac-
celerator pedal and brake pedal. There is a
fourth control—a small switch with “forward”
and “reverse’”’ positions but this is operated only
when the car is standing still. The “Black
Prince” has a coachwork wholly of aluminum,
built in a single unit, shielding not only the
passenger accommodation but also the engine
.and radiator block.

The American home of Mr. Thompson Seton,
author, who recently died, contained an original
indian totem pole and a Judgment Seat, and
he devised there a number of the games particu-
larly associated with the Boy Scout Movement,
of which he has some claim to be the originator.

Assembly of 1881, the Caledonian
Club was incorporated. The com-
mittee appointed to apply to the
House for the act af incorporation
consisted of the chief, Hon. A. A.
MacDonald, the President, John A.
McDonnell, vice presidents A. Mc-
Neill and Angus MacDonald, trea-
surer J. W. Morrison, recording
secretary R. J. Campbell, John
S. MacDonald and Robert Shaw.

About the close of the ‘year 1882
a committee to get up an enter-
tainment for the rellef of the poor
was appointed, consisting of Hon.
A. A. MacDonald, Joseph A. Mac-
Donald, J. W. ‘Morrison. Capt. S.
McRae, John ' MacPhee, Robert
Campbell, A. MacNeill and John
S. MacDonald.

In August of the following sum-
mer the field s were held at
Charlottetown ahd grossed over
$888, But even more successful was
the gathering of 1883, when the
gross receipts amounted to $1.085.59.
Several of those who competed in
the games went to the celebration
which took place soon afterwards
at Pictou, and were successful in
winning several prizes.

In July, 1884, the chief of the
club (Hon. Andrew A. MacDonald)
was appointed Lieutenant Govern-
or, At & meeting of the Club a
committee was nominated to draw
up a complimentary address, which
was presented to him a few days
afterwards. Later in the year a
literary society in comnection with
the Club, was organized for the
study of Scottish history and poetry
and the discussion of leading quest-
ions of the time.

. *

In August, 1885, a special meet-
ing of the Club took place for the
purpose of appointing a committee
to present an address to Bishop
McIntyre on the occasion of his
silver jubllee, “the bishop being a
prominent Scotchman” as stated in
the minutes of the Club.

On account of the smallpox
epidemic of 1885 the usual St. An-
drew's dinner did not take place.
The members met in their club

rooms on St. Andrew’s day, the first

day of the club yegr, and after
the installation of officers, adjourn-

The most important event of 1887
was the celebration of the Victoria
Golden Jubilee, In this celebration
the Club took a conspicuous part
and forwarded an address to be pre-
sented to the Queen.

An {lluminated chart descriptive
of the coat of arms and tartans
of the different Scottish clane was
presented to the Club by Sir Louls
H. Davies in 1890.

In August of the following year
the games took place at Summer-
sdie. It was the first occasion on
which they were held beyond the
suburbs of Charlottetown.

In recognition of his valuable
services in preserving the Gaelic
language and literature, the Club
contributed tcwards the publica-
tion of a volume of Gaelic poems
published by the Rev. Mr. McLean
Sinclair.

Lobsters From

(Saint John Telegraph Journal)

Charlotte County lobster fisher-
men this season are realizing how
Mother Hubbard must have felt
when she looked in the cupboard.
They peer into one trap after an-
other and discover that their catches
are disappointingly meagre, To make
it worse, what lobsters they do get
are often small — in some areas
only fifty to sixty per cent of the
lobsters are above the minimum
size that the law permits the fish-
ermen to keep, and the rest have
to be dropped back into the sea.
Why are the lobsters so few and
so tiny? Observers venture & var-
jety of conjectures, such as the pos-
sibility that this year just happens
to be the bottom point of a repro-
duction cyele, the same way the
rabbits and foxes and grouse are
less numerous at intervals of sev-
eral years. Some fishermen say
that the volume may pick up as the
season goes omn, because they al-
ways find that the smaller lobsters,
which crawl faster, get into the
traps first. But other fishermen
aren’'t so optimistic, and are even'
talking of giving up lobster fishing
for good.

So naturally there is quite a keen
interest along New Brunswick’s
coastal shores in the lobster hatch-
ery operations being carried on by
the New England states. Lobsters
can’t be artificially hatched and
reared so easily as trout or salmon.
The eggs which are lald by the fe-
male lobster stick to the mother’s
tiny legs and are hatthed there,
and whether sclentists can develop
a technique to do the same job
synthetically, or to help the female
lobster raise a bigger family, has
been a controversial topic for years.
Maine, Connecticut, Rhode Island
and other states have been trying
it, but the results so far have not
