On a visit together ‘o the famous
Roman Wall, about the summer of
1890, \he gave me an epitome of
English history that I remember
to this day. We climbed to the ton
of the Murum (Wall), there about
five feet high and perched on the
edge of a cliff of ancient volcanic
origin, Below us lay
surface of Crag Lough
which came to the foot of ‘he
cliff. Northward as far as the eye
could reach was a rolling coun-
tr{' with sheep-pasture on ihe
hills, heather on their gides, and
trees in the valleys. A pale sunshine
over all gave the scene an unrea!
look; there was no sign of humar
habitation, and no sound save the
eerie wail of the “whaups” or emn
fews, in that seemingly ccso'ate
land. To east and west, mile after
mile, ran the remains of the
wall, “What must the wall have
been life,” I said, “when it was firs’
built! The old histories say it was
eighteen feet high, and look at I*
now!” My “uncle” —as I called
him—smiled at my disappointment
and sald: “You're lucky to . see it
at all. For centuries it has becn
a public quarry. That farmho'se
behind us is built of stones ‘taken
from the wall, and so are all ‘he
buildings to the south. This was a
national monument greater, an~
of more importance in its day :han
Stonehenge, but that did not save
it. You must go to history to
see why.”
By a little further questionirg, T
got a sketch of that history, which
1 af:erwards wrote down, as near-
ly as I could remember it. “When
wie Romans withdrew, about AD.
[ 446. the wall would be in good con-
dition. The Scottish Picts would
not trouble it, for it held nothirg
of value to them. Nor would the
neathen Anglo-Saxons when t.cy
conquered the district: in general
they had an idea of witchcraft
connected with the Roman re-
mains and did not meddle with
them, Christlanity was later in-
uoduced into this region by St.
Cuthbert and others, and many
Anglo - Saxon monasteries and
churches were buili, 1mostly .t
wood at first, and stone later. Witn
the advent of the Danes these were
for the most part destroyed

pAlL Winter in
Drain Tile Root Cellar

All winter storage of Victory gar-
den crops which require cold, moist
air, may be provided inexpensively
by burying boxes of vegetables, or
merely covering them in pits,

When this mcthod is used there
is some difficulty in digging them
up when the ground is frozen, and
the entire box, or pit contents must!
be removed at once. Several boxes
or pits, each containing a mixture |
of vegetables, are necessary, to be |
opened at intervals, |

Larger quantities can be stored |
with excellent results in a 24-inch|
drain tile sunk into the earth and
closed with an insulated cover,
which may be opened at will for
the removal of any part of the con-
tents, and replaced without diffi-
culty.

A working drawing of this device |
accompanies this discussion. A 24-!
inch tile will accommodate six and |
a half bushels of fruit and vegeta-
bles. The cover may be made of
wood, larger than the tile, but pro-
tected with hardware cloth to keep |

out rodents and insulated with many
thicknesses of paper or padding. A
pad of insulating material to fit just
under the cover, where it is easy to
remove and re‘lace, may be used
where temperatures fall very low.

Crops which will keep well in this
storage include carrots, beets, tur-
nips, rutabagas, potatonss, apples
and cabbage. The tile should be
placed in a well drained place con-
venient to the kitchen. It may be
used during the summer for storing
eggs, milk and butter, and for the
small garden makes a clean, safe

wet,
