The
National League champs, under-
dogs in the pre-series betting, look-
wd so far superior for the day that
it scarcely seemed necessary

y.ered the ball almost at will, pil-
ing up 13 hits, including a home
run by Phil Cavarretta, a triple
and two doubles, while only one
Detroit player reached third base.
Borowy, who came to the Cubs
from the Yankees for $100,000 two
months before the season ended,
had his former American League
rivals bandcuffed. All the six nits
the Tigers managed off his sharp
curving were gingles, and thev
Jook as though they could
have seored off him if they had
played another nine frames.
Borowy, the thin, serious young
righthander from Fordham Uni-
versity, signed his application for
the World Series hall of fame by
his smoothly-pitched victory. He
became the second pitcher in
World Series history to pitch a
victory both in the American and
National Leagues. He hurled the
Vankees to victory over St. Louis
Cardinals In the 1943 classic, Jack
Coombs last completed the trick
in 1016 for Brooklyn ers,
having previously won in 1910 and
1911 for Philadelphia Athletics.

Charlie Grimm In High

DETROIT, Oct. 3— (AP — The

happiest man in Detroit tonight {*

was Charles John Grimm, the in-
spiring 48-year-old leader of the
triumphant Chicago Cubs.

The leather-faced Grimm was
whistling with boyish entthusiasm
as he led his chilled and shivering
players into their steam-heated
dressing room,

“It's a nice, cold day to get nine
runs, isn't it?” he beam Then
he launched into a complimentary
speech on Hal Newhouser, the
Detroit hurler:

“Newhouser had good stuff, but
we just waded into him. Don't
take it away from him boys, he's a
helluva pitcher.”

Grimm said the turning point of
the game came in the first inning
when Phil Cavarretta, Cub first
baseman, beat out a roller to sec-
ond baseman Eddie Mayo with
two out.

Grimm said he would start Hank
Wyse, a 23-game winner, against
the Tigers tomorrow.

The noisiest and gabbiest of all
the Cubs was the 65-year-cld
trammer, Dr. Andrew Hemmingwoy
Lotshaw, serving his 25th year as
club conditioner. Lotshaw, his up-
gers and lowers in his hip-pocket,
egan yelling for his bricks.
“Where are them bricks?” he
screamed. “Get me them bricks,
I'll need them tomorrow.” .

Lotshaw explained he had soak-
ed two huge paving bricks in hot
water while the Cubs were on the
fleld, so that Borowy could keep
warm between innings, Andy plac-
ed one of the bricks on the pitch-
er’'s right arm and shoved the
other under his feet while the Cub
right-hander huddled on the bench
trying to keep warm,

U. N. R. R. A. Spends
100 Million On
Goods In Canada

LONDON, Oct. 3 — (CP Cable)
— The United Nations Relief and
Rehabilitation Administration has
spent in Canada the entire Can-
adian $77,000,000 contribution to
its work, plus a further amount
in United States funds which may
total $25,000,000 to $30.000.000, Rolf
Nugen!, of the U N. R. R. A
Bureau of Supplies, said at
press conference today.

Various countries in the inter-
national relief agency made con-
tributions on the basls of one
per cent of their national income.
Although there were unexhausted
countries  under
this first contribution. U. N.
R. A. already was faced with
shortages of funds in areas where
gonds could be obtained.

Mr. Nugent, who has made a
trip through Europe, said Cana-
dian wheat Is goinz to countrles

recelving U. N. R. R. A, ald and
the Dominjon is a “primarv source
of meat  supnlies.” Textiles,
trucks, soap, farm machinery, can-
ned fish and seed were among
other invaluable Canadian contri-
butions.

The organization hoped soon to
be able to call on unexhausted
contributions in other countries,
such as Australla, but the serious
Australian drought had cut into
bread and grain supplies from
contributing  countries, although
this food still was plentiful.

Meat allocations were far below
requirements, R. R. A had
been forced to obtain animal pro=-
teln not subject to allocation,
such as blood sausage, horse meat
and whale meat.

The drive for used clothing for
U. N. R. R. A. in Canada and the
United States was “a tremendous
success.” In Canada between 10.-
000,000 and 15,000,000 pounds of

clothing were collected and 110~
000,000 in the United States.
Canadian livestock now was

being moved to restore the horse
power and herds of Europe with
at least several hundred head of
Canadian cattle and horses in a
total of about 13,600 shipped by

uminous coal producers today put
before the Royal Commission on
Coal their clalm to a continued
share of the Canadian market.

In three briefs the American
producers gave assurance that they
were in a position to continue to
serve Canadian consumers on the
same basis as American consumers
and from one of the American
spokesmen came the statement
that a reduction in the duty of
bituminous coal would be welcom-
ed.

The submissions of the Amer'-
can mine operators were heard
after the Commission, which open-
ed its hearings in Ottawa todav,
had received representations fromn
the Canadian Institute of Mining
and Metallurgy favoring Govern-
ment assistance to the Canadian

coal mining industry to prevent
entire dependence on American
mines.

The position of the American
mines was summed up in a brief
read by R. E. Howe of Cincinnati,
Ohio, which referred to interna‘-
jonal discussions pointing to a re-
laxation of trade restrictions.

“We sincerely trust, if this is to
be the policy bituminous coal flow-
ing from our mines to your con-
suming points will get the benefit
of more favorable conditions in the
future than it has had in the past.”
the brief s:id. “We feel. of course.
this would be to the advantage of
the Canadian consumer as well as
to_the United States producer”

Mr. Howe told the Commission
he felt it would be presumptuous
for an American company to make
any direct revresentations to the
commission or the Canadiin Gov-
ernment.

“I suppose you would like to see
the 75-cent duty reduced to 50
cents,” Mr. Justice W. F. Carroll,
Commission chairman, suegested.

“1t, would be helpful,” Mr. Howe
replied.

Earliest Christian
Record Discovered
On Burial Urns

JERUSALEM, Ont, Oct. 3—AN
chaeologists said today they had
discovered the name aof Jesus,
carved before 70 AD. and perhaps
by an eye-witness to the Crucifix-
icn, among inscriptions on eleven
early Christian burial urns found
in a cave on the Jerusalem-Beth-
lehem road.

The urns may provide the “old«
est archaeological record of Chries
tianity” and an historical confirm«
ation of the trial and crucifixion
of Christ, the archaeologists said,
The inscriptions have not yet been
translated fully.

A sect of Hebrews who followed
Jesus, denounced Pontius Pilate
and mourned the Crucifixion of
their leader was believed to have
left the writings on the ossuries in
the cave.

Pottery. lamps and bottles werq
discovered with the urms ani
transferred to the museum of Jew-
isth antiques.
