SUNSPOTS AND RAINFALL ON

mum than at maximum according
to the .averages deduced at the
Dominion Observatory of the De-
partment of the Interlor, Ottawa.
Fortunately for various forms of
life, ‘such as farm crops and nest-
ing wildfowl, precipitation is great-
est during the hot summer months
A'sunspot minimum is rapidly ap-
proaching so that 1932 and the
years immediately following are
expected to have increased rain-
fall in accord with average fluctua-
tion accompanying the eleven-
year sunspot cycle.
