The work of
each branch is set out in detail
and a system of scoring is used to
give a numerical value for services
performed, For instance a total
score of 160 is allowed for the com-
municable disease division.

remains in Southern Baluchistan.

1t is thought to date from about
3000 B. C. ten centurles earlier
than the carliest wheels known to
have becn used in Egypt. It form-
‘ed part of a two-wheeled cart,

In spite of the 5000 years that
|nave passed over it, the Baluchis-
Itan wheel is probably very far from
'bclng the world's first wheel. The
\very fact that it was used in con-
