Steamer Lady Evelyn
Ashore at Pictou Istand

PICTOU, November 13.—Bound on
a regular trip from the Magdalen Is-
landg to Pictou, and travelling at’11
knots an hour, the steamer Lady
Evelyn piled up on the Seal Rocks
at the mortheast end of Pictou Is-
land at 12.10 this afternoon,

The day was clear and a strong
wreck.

He made for the bridge
but was too late, the steamer had
struck. She hit three times, the pas-
sengers say,. before she stuck fast.

The |Evleyn had only come off
the Pictou slip on Saturday last, after
having a new propellor and a general
overhauling. She had made a quick
trip cleaning up a lot of freight at
Souris. She left the Magdalenes at
eight o"clock last night, and had left
Souris about 9.30 this morning to be
in time to catch the two o'clock train
from Plctou for Halifax. There were
about sixteen ‘passengers om board
the steamer, and she had considerable
freight, including two ,undred  bar-
rels of mackerel. ¢
