Dr. Alfred Russel Wallace, whose
extraordinary physical and mental
activity in his eighty-first year is
another instance of the absurdity of
modern athleticism-worship, made his
great name just short of half a cen-
tury ago, when, as a young surgeon
in the Malay Archipelago, there oc-
curred to him that theory of natural
selection which also occurred inde-
pendently to Darwin some years ear-
lier, and to Herbert Spencer earlier
still.
