Yesterday afternoon the firemen
were called out to a fire in a small
pblacksmith shop  belonging to the
Charlottetown Steam . Navigation
Company on their wharf.

Phe fire was discovered shortly af-
ter four o’clock and almost immed-
iately. afterwards the employees of
Bruce Stewart & Co., had an old
fashioned bucket line going which,
‘though of some benefit in staying a
more rapid progress of the flames,
was not efiectual by reason of the
good headway the fire had before it
was discovered.

The firemen answered the call with
great promptness and, with two
streams going, soon got it under
control. The damage is principally to
the roof of the blacksmith shop and
the wall of the freightshed adjoining.

The blaze was caused by a tire in
the former building.

The Rev Mr Styles being incapaci-
tated (owing to a bad cold) from ta-
king his usual services on Sunday, G.

Mr Tur-
ner is a vigorous and forceful speak-
er, and the Pownal congregation lis
tenetl to his oratorical discourse with
much pleasure. "The choir rendered
suitable selections in their usual com-
petent manner.

Yesverday in this city there was
held two conventions of the political
parties—Liberal and Liberal-Conser-
vative—for the purpose of selecting
candidates to contest the coming bye
election in the second district  of
Queen’s on KFebruary 8th, which dis
trict became vacant on the resigna-
tion of William Laird,

The choice of the parties was : Lib
erals—Geo. . W. McPhee, Barrister,
Charloitetown; Liberal-Conservative
—John H. Buntain, Farmer, Rustico.

The Liberal convention met in the
Board of Trade Rooms and was pre-
gided over by Nelson Rattenbury
President of the Liberal Association
for Queen’s County. There was ¢
largé attendance of delegates, ever)
one of the eleven polls being fu}
represented by delegates. The nomin-
ation of Mr. McPhee was moved by
Lemuel Clark, North Rustico, and
geconded by Daniel S. MecLeod, Hun-
ter River. It was carried amid ap-
plause.

Mr. McPhee, in accepting the ncm
ination made a brief speech, thank ed
the delegates for the nomination ana
announced his determination to con-
duct the contest energetically and ul-
timately to win out.

The . greatest of enthusiasm pre-
vailed and each of the speakers whe
followed Mr. McPhee expressed theis
confidence in their nominee and the
district. These were : Premier Has-
zard, Hon. J. H. Cummiskey, R. N.
Cox, M. P. P., Oyrus Croshy, M. P.
P., Hon. John McMillan, Bradford
LePage and Major Weeks.

The convention adjourncd  after
three hearty cheers had been given
for Mr. McPhee and the I’remier.

The Liberal Clonservative conven-
tion met in McREachern's Building,
Queen St., and was presided over b
.their  convener, Albert Tremere,
North Wiltshire.

George W. McPhee—Mr. McPhee is a
native of Canoe Cove and received
his early education in P'rince of Wales
College. He graduated from the col-
lege in 1898 and then taught school
for some y . He then entered the

office of  Major W. A. Weeks as a
student at law and was
lately admitted to the Bar, passing
highly creditable ’examinations. Mr.
McPhee is an earnest politician and
has taken a great interest in public
aflairs since graduating from College.
During  the Dominion Elections of
1968 he was an energetic campaigner
and in his speeches at
public and political rneetings ex-
hibited much talent in a debate and
a keen knowledge of political aflairs.
This. is, however, his initial step in
the political arena.

John H, Buntain—Mr. Buntain is a
native of Rustico and he, too, was
educated in the Prince of Wales Col-
lege. After graduation he followed the
teaching profession for - ahout two
years, teaching in Summerside and
Rustico. He then took up the occupa-
tion of farming in Rustico and -has
become one of the most progressive
farmers in his locality. He has fol-
lowed the trend of political affairs
with much interest and has been ac-
tive in campaigning work. Until a-
bout ten years ago he was a Liberal
but changed bis politics on an issue.
