So you can't blindly follow any too
detailed recipe. The tartness of
the fruit, the amount of pectin it
contains, varies. Therefore your
recipe must vary.

THREE BIG JELLY DON'TS

1. Don't try to work  with large
quantities at a time. Mever wirk
with more than 6 quaris of berries
or 8 pounds of fruit, such as ap-
plies, at a time.

2. Don't lag, Hurry through the
jelly process as rapidly as possible
Delay too much and all may bt
lost.

3. Don't use just any old pan for
cooking jelly. Be “choosey’ Se-
lect a broad, flat bottomer pan for
cooking the juice 50 as to cut crok-
ing time to & minimum and to cin-
serve pectin and flavor.

Jellies don't jelly if there is an
improper balance of pectin, sugar
and acid. Pectin and acid are both
present in largest quantities in
slightly under-ripe fruif They are
broken down into other substances
which don't help jelly in deadi’p>
fruit. Some fruits never have
enough pectin. Such fruits must
be combined with pectin-rich ones
to get jelly. If the fruit is lacking
in acidity, add Jemon juice. There
are commercially prepared pecting
on the market which can he'p e
jelly maker who is not sure of her
pectin.

CLEAM PUFES

Two favorite fall and wintel
desserts are cream puffs and
meringues. They are particularly
good in cool weather, perhaps, be-
cause they are rich.

Many cooks are timid about
trying to make cream puffs, but
they are really not difficult to pre=
pare. Quite the contrary. Any cook
who knows how to tell & good
cream puff when she'eals one can
pake one. g

This recipe . makes light-as-a<
geather puffs. They have & orisp
erust and are hollow inside, as all
good cream puffs should be.

TWELVE CREAM PUFFS

One-half cup butter, 1 cup wa=
ter, 1 cup flour, 3 eggs. unbeaten.

Put the butter and water in a
saucepan, bring to the boiling point.
The boiling point means when it
pbubbles. Sift the flour into the
mixture and beat well Continue
peating until the mixture forms &
ball when rolled between two
fingers and does not stick to the
side of the pan. You can easily tell
when the mixture forms & lumpD
in the centre of the pan.

Be sure to follow the directions
and sift in the flour. This is to
avold lumps. Remove the pan
from the fire and let cool siightly.
Then break the eggs in, one at a
time, beating after cach addition.
Grease a large tin. Drop the bat-
ter from a tablespoon in rounds 1
inches across, Allow 3 or 4 Inches
petween each’ putf for spreading.

Pille the mixture high in the
center of each puff. making n peak
Pake in a moderate (350 decrees.
oven for exactly 1-2 hour. Watch
your oven carefully and see that
the heat doesn't creep up any
higher than 350. ]
