GOLD IN MANCHURIA

HARBIN, Manchuria, April 9—Dis-
covery of gold deposits in Manchuria
has led to an influx of mining en-
gineers into this part of the world,
sent here by mining syndicates of
Europe.

The British have taken the initia-
tive and representatives of a mining
cencern with head offices in Lon-
don are attempting to negotiate witi
the ‘Chinese government authoritics
at Mukden for ‘a concession in Kirin
Province where the precious metal is
sald to exist in large quantities.

PHOENIX, Ariz., April 8.—Grow-

ing sent!ment in Arizona against the

In his message to the 10th legis-
lative assembly, Governor Hunt urg-
ed passage of a gas death bill and in
vetoing the unconstitutional measure
sald:

“I am hopeful that there will be
sufficient public intenest shown in
this subject to cause the proposal to
change the method of execution of
condemned persons from hanging to
lethal gas to be placed on the ballot
at the next general eection, Failing
that, I am confident that the next
legislature of Arizona will submit the
question by a referendum.”

VESSEL STABILIZER PERFECTED

KYOTO, Japan, April 9—Thirtecn
years' exhaustive research work has
rewarded Tomejiro Hanahara, elect-
ric engineer of the Kyoto Lighting
Company's eizan, with perfaction of
a ‘“vessel-stabilizer’ designed to make
a fishing craft and a lifeboat practi-
cally unsinkable.

Briefly, the stabilizer consists of a
pair of pneumatic steel compart-
ments attached on both sides of a
vessel and is electrically operated.
The device is sp constructed as to
enable a switch to turn automatically
according to the angle of the vessel’s
listing, and when the boat is about
to capsize, the device expands to the
limit, making the whole boat double
its normal width. The moment the
boat is out of danger, the compart-
ment close, automatically,

Mr. Hanahara has also perfected a
pneumatic float, which enables a
vesst1 to retain buoyancy even when
under the waves,

WOMEN ENLARGE SPHERE
IN POLITIC?

LONDON, April 9 — Throughouf
Eurcpe women are turning their eye:
from their hearts  to the political
arena; some with hcpe, some with
determination, and a not inconsidor-
able number with actual distaste.
-Even Asia, steeped though it be in
the hidebound traditicns of the past,
has recently began to open its pol-
itical gates to wives and mothers,
Only a few days ago the house of rep-
resentatives in Tokyo passed a bill
granting ~ wemen  equal  franchise
rights with men in elections for city,
town and village autonomous assemb-
lies.

The women of Great Britain and
Germany have secured a far firm-
er position in politics than most of
their sisters in neighboring lands, but
the trail they have blazed is now wel
trodden under the hurrying feet of
women from other countries,

Turkish women, though only liber- =
ated from their harems during the
past decade, are already on their way
to parliament, They made their pol-
itical debut this year when the Kem-
alist government granted them. the
municipal vote, and those who know
Kemal believe {t! well within the
realm of possibility that during nexi
Novemmber's general election he wil
give them the full franchaise and the
right to sit in parliament.

In Great Britain, where the womer
fouglit so militantly for the fran-
chise fourteen other women have
followed Lady Nancy Astor into the
Hcuse of Commons, and one, Vis
countess Sybil Rhondda, who is 8
pzer in her own right, is battering,
though so far without success, at the
door cf the House of Lords. Through-
ocut Great Britain women have en-
trenched themselves firmly in the
local governing bodies of cities and
towns.

Women constantly are taking a
more extensive part in German pub-
lic life. There are now 39 feminine
deputies in the Reichtsag, 28 of them
being either-socialists or communists.

In Austria women were barred
froam politics and even the professions
until the collapses of the Austro-
Hungarian menarchy, but from that
date their crusade into the forbidden
realms h-gan, Parliament and the
city council were opened to Austrian
women when the Social-Democrats
came into power in 1919 and each
election since then has returned
more women to the legzislative halls
of state and city.

The women of France and Belgium
have, in large part, looked at politi-
cal life with apathy and often cpen
distaste. In neither country can they
vote for parliament though in Bel-
gium they can cast their ballots in

communal elections and this may be

a wedge which will open the way to

more extensive partic,sation in pub-

lic life. The socialists have already
elected two women to pa:fiament.
But in beth France and Belgium
the belief is still widespread that

politics is man's business.

Illiteracy is women's great stumb-
ling block on the road to politics in

Greece. Women neither can vote in
parliamentary elections
parliament but in 1929 a limited suff-
rage was given women in municipal
elections.
