Determination of *he members of
the Prince Edward Island Potato
Growers Association to stand be-
hind their organization, rather
than convert it into a joint stock
company, and a firm expression of
their desire not to disband in the
face of present serious financial
difficulties was expressed at a
largely attended meeting of the
Association members, held in the
Strand Theatre yesterday after-
noon,

The memberg were informed by
Mr. J. W, Boulter, Secretary of the
Association, that they were in ar-
rears to the extent of $60000
through unforeseen losses by frost
during the past season ang through
money due the Association from
dealers to whom potatoes were
shipped as well as through money
owed the Association by the mem-
bers themselves for the purchase of
bags, fertilizer, ete.

It was pointed out by Mr. J. J.
Trainor, President of the Associ-
ation and chairman of the meeting,
that the situation could have been
avoided had the Association re-
tained sufficient funds. However it
was believed by the directors that
the farmers were in need of money
and a bonus of 15¢ per bushel was
paid them. Had they retained 6c
per bushel a saving of $51,000 would
have been made and the Associ-
ation would not be in debt today.
